
ABSALON EXPRESS - Joint Chiefs of Staff (JCS) directed and coordinated 
exercise. 

ACE CARD VII - Joint Chiefs of Staff (JCS) directed and coordinated 
exercise. 

ACID TEST III - Joint U.S. Canada winter tactical deployment exercise held 
in Alaska in 1970. 

AIR BOY - A classified Naval Air Systems Command effort concerned with 
electronic countermeasures. 

ALOUD INDIA - Joint Chiefs of Staff (JCS) exercise. 

ALOUD SERIES - Joint Chiefs of Staff (JCS) directed and coordinated 
exercise. 

APPLIED FALCONRY - An experimental study at the University of Albuquerque, 
New Mexico, which may involve lasers or atomic weapons. 

AQUA DART - Marine Corps program for underwater vehicles designed to 
transport reconnaissance swimmers or equipment for long distances. 

ARCTIC EXPRESS - A Joint Chiefs of Staff exercise. 

ARDENT GROUND - a NATO exercise designed to test the ability of artillery 
batteries from several nations to work as a team with mortar elements and 
fighter aircraft. It was conducted in the United Kingdom in May and June 
of 1980. 

ARENA EXCHANGE - Joint Chiefs of Staff (JCS) directed and coordinated 
exercise. 

ARROW EXPRESS - A NATO exercise in Denmark involving troops from nine 
countries to demonstrate quick deployment to the territory of any 
threatened member. 

ASH CAN – An ERDA program of taking samples of the atmosphere from known 
geographical points at regular intervals of time and at altitudes between 
80,000 and 135,000 feet. Balloon-borne and air-to-air recovered, the 
program monitors radioactivity by obtaining stratospheric air samples over 
a wide latitudinal range. 

ASSAULT BREAKER - A non-nuclear response to massed armor with radically 
increased kill effectiveness, and involves a near forward battle area 
surveillance aircraft with active and passive all-weather sensors for 
providing midcourse command guidance for standoff weapons. It is a DARPA 
concept. (ML and EO) 

AUSTERE STRIKE – Air Force system utilizing an electro-optical seeker and 
tracker for acquisition and tracking missions flown by F-4 aircraft. 

AUTUMN FORGE - A series of NATO exercises conducted each year in Allied 
Command Europe. It began in 1975 linking a number of training exercises 
under a common scenario to enhance the readiness of combat forces and the 
capability of NATO forces to work together. 

BACK PORCH – Tropospheric scatter communications system installed in 
Vietnam and linked with U.S. forces in Thailand. 

BALL BUOY - The AN/SSQ-51/52-XN1 sonobuoy developed by Sanders for the 



Navy. 

BAMBOO TREE - An Air Force communications/direction project (Air Access 
Berlin) involving the AN/GPA-98 Course Directing Radar Set; the AN/GRC-115 
Radio Set; the AN/MPQ-T2 Bomb Scoring Range-Radar Trainer, the MPQ-41, and 
the ARQ-23. 

BARE BASE - An Air Force Systems Command program to equip and logistically 
support the moving of a tactical unit from its home air base to a bare 
base site on short notice and function under combat conditions within 
hours of arrival. The concept calls for a complete self-contained package 
able to set up and support wartime tactical aircraft missions for up to 
six months without equipment replacement other than war consumables, 
spares and aircraft. 

BATTLE KING - Cannon Launched Guided Projectile (CLGP) - See) loading and 
handling tests. 

BEACH COMBER - A version of the Assault Breaker laser-guided missile. 

BEACH JUMPER - A project funded under the heading "Navy Cover and 
Deception Program" in the FY75 Navy RDT&E budget. Related is the STADD 
(see) program. 

BEST HIT - The Allied Forces Southern Europe Fighter Weapons Meet held in 
July 1971 at Eskisehir near Ankara which brought together teams of Air 
Force pilots from Italy, Turkey and Greece. 

BIG BEAR - A classified Elint program, probably run by the Air Force, 
involving Sylvania and using spectrum analysis. 

BIG BILL - An Army Missile Command effort to employ a multiple warhead on 
an anti-tank weapon using optical guidance or pilot control. 

BIG BIRD - The first of the reconnaissance satellites designed to perform 
both the search-and-find and close-look functions that previously required 
the use of separate spacecraft. 

BIG CROW - A modified KC-135 jet used as an airborne electronic warfare 
laboratory to provide the Army an airborne platform with the capability of 
creating electronic warfare environments for the 
susceptibility/vulnerability analysis of missile and support systems. 

BIG EAR - Army Missile Command awarded Zenith Radio Corp./Menlo Park, CA a 
contract in December 1970 for rehabilitation of the BIG EAR system. BLU-
80/B 

BIG EYE - A joint Navy-Air Force program to develop a free-fall binary 
chemical dispenser. 

BIG LAMPS - A Navy program to modify 11 SH-3G aircraft into an SH-3H 
configuration. This helicopter would supplement the smaller HH-2D light 
airborne multi-purpose system (LAMPS). 

BIG LOOK - Designation of Navy EC-121 aircraft used to monitor North 
Vietnamese surface-to-air missile activity. An upgrading program, known as 
Big Look Improvement Program (see BLIP), was also undertaken. Under BLIP, 
the RP-3D aircraft were to be fitted with an electromagnetic intelligence-
gathering capability. 

BIG MOTHER - An Air Force Quick Reaction Capability program (ARC-362) for 



a stand-off jammer known as SPASM, to be used on EC-130 aircraft. Known 
officially as the Land-based Multi-purpose Naval Aircraft (LMNA). 

BIG RALLY - A crash program which furnished troposcatter communications 
links from northern Italy into the Turkish tropo system as part of the 
486L Mediterranean Communications (see MEDCOM) system. 

BIG SAFARI - An Air Force program of the early 1960s under which the first 
operational RPVs were developed, including COMBAT DAWN and BUFFALO HUNTER. 
(MS) 

BIG SQUIRT - A broadcast station operated by Voice of America just below 
the Demilitarized Zone (DMZ) in Vietnam and built by Page Communications. 

BIG STICK - A new Navy bomb-carrying canister for use on A-4, A-6 and A-7 
attack aircraft. 

BIG TEAM - An Air Force intelligence project. 

BIG WING - The MK-82 laser guided bomb. 

BIRD BUFFER - Air Force computers at the Satellite Test Center at 
Sunnyvale, CA. 

BIRD DOG - Another code name for the GENIE air-to-air missile developed in 
the U.S. by McDonnell Douglas. 

BLACK BEAUTY - Joint Chiefs of Staff (JCS) directed and coordinated 
exercise. 

BLACK CAT - Infrared horizon sensor system for satellites developed by 
General Electric for the Air Force. 

BLACK CROW - A sensor used aboard AC-130 gunship aircraft for truck 
interdiction missions. Funding has been carried out by both the Naval Air 
Systems Command and Air Force Aeronautical Systems Division. The system 
locates enemy trucks from ignition system emissions. 

BLACK DOME - A classified program conducted by Sylvania for the Army's 
Electronics Command. 

BLACK EYE - An Air Force Space and Missile Systems Organization study of 
techniques for disabling sensors aboard hostile satellites. Use of optical 
masers considered. 

BLACK FLY - A sailwing RPV (remotely piloted vehicle) developed by 
Fairchild Industries for flight tests under DARPA's RPV evaluation 
program. 

BLACK FOX - An emergency airborne communications system for long-range 
link between defense centers through a 14,000-foot wire antenna trailed 
behind an EC-135 aircraft. Originally developed by Sylvania, Collins now 
manufactures the antenna as part of the Westinghouse-produced AN/ARC-96 
Low Frequency Airborne Radio Set which is incorporated into the Air 
Force's overall 487M Special Purpose Communications Program (see SPCP). 

BLACK FURRY III - The third joint-service exercise to test the U.S. 
Southern Command's ability to defend the Panama Canal. 

BLACK HAWK - Joint Chiefs of Staff (JCS) directed and coordinated 
exercise. 



BLACK HAWK - Supposedly cryptographic equipment for which Honeywell 
received contract from Army; classified. May be tied in with RED EAGLE and 
RED FOX. 

BLACK HOLE – A Hughes-developed infra-red suppression system originally 
developed for the YAH-64 helicopter and now scheduled for use in the 
Navy’s Bell AH-1J and AH-1T twin engine helicopters. 

BLACK JACK - An air-to-surface version of the air-to-air Genie rocket 
which, after testing, was cancelled by the Air Force. 

BLACK KNIGHT - Joint Chiefs of Staff coordinated exercise. 

BLACK SPOT - A project (also designated 4053) in development at LTV to 
equip NC-123 aircraft with forward-looking radar, infrared sensors and low 
light level television. Part of the Air Force's overall night vision 
effort termed Shed Light (see). 

BLACK STAR - Joint Chiefs of Staff coordinated exercise. 

BLADE LASS - A NASA computer model. 

BLIND BAT - Term used for infrared-equipment AC-130 aircraft in Vietnam. 
Part of the Air Force's overall night vision effort. (See SHED LIGHT.) 

BLOW HOLE - Defense Advanced Research Projects Agency effort connected 
with target location and identification. 

BLUE AIR - An Army Missile R&D Command analysis subroutine involving TRW. 

BLUE AX - A 10-day Marine Corps training exercise conducted at Camp 
Lejeune, NC in January,• 1972. 

BLUE BARON - An independent Navy evaluation of the joint Air Force/Navy 
AIMVAL/ACEVAL tests which evaluate the merits of competing air-to-air 
missile concepts. 

BLUE BIRD - Name applied to a group of four satellites that Hughes 
manufactured for the Communications Satellite Corporation, COMSAT (see). 
Specifically, they are the INTELSAT 2 series. 

BLUE BOOK - Air Force Office of Scientific Research project, now 
completed, to analyze phenomena associated with Unidentified Flying 
Objects (UFO) sightings and to make recommendations on methods of 
investigation and evaluating UFO reports. 

BLUE EAGLE - Air Force program using airborne UHF radio receivers and 
transmitters in EC-121 aircraft. 

BLUE EYE - A tentative name applied to the Air Force's development of the 
AGM-79A missile (see), now cancelled. 

BLUE FISH - A classified project of the Army Mobility Equipment R&D 
Command. 

BLUE FLAG - An Air Force project at Eglin AFB, FL, which simulates an 
extensive enemy air defense environment in order to train battle-staff 
decision makers in tactical warfare. 

BLUE FORCE - A Navy program under the Naval Electronic Systems Command. 

BLUE FOX - Project which produced the AN/FPS-80 Tracking Radar Set built 



by General Electric, used with the 466L Electromagnetic Intelligence 
System, ELINT (see); Air Force. 

BLUE GREEN - Joint US/UK weapon developments. 

BLUE KNIGHT - Joint Chiefs of Staff (JCS) directed and coordinated 
exercise. 

BLUE MAIL - A classified Navy program dealing with CONUS defense. The 
effort entails studies of ASW against missile-carrying submarines; 
characteristics of the Soviet YANKEE-class submarine, and SS-N-6 and SS-
NX-5 missiles; as well as possible NAVAIR concept formulation. 

BLUE NINE - Project which produced the AN/FPS-79 Tracking Radar Set built 
by General Electric, used with the 466L Electromagnetic Intelligence 
System, (see ELINT); Air Force. 

BLUE PEARL - A modernized version of the AN/FPS-80 Tracking Radar Set 
built by General Electric for the Air Force. 

BLUE SCOOTER - A proposal made by Boeing/Wichita, and later abandoned, for 
a drone reconnaissance vehicle. 

BLUE SCOUT - Air Force application of NASA's Scout launch vehicle. 

BLUE SPIKE - A Naval detector system, details classified. 

BLUE SPOT – A Westinghouse experimental sensor payload for the Lockheed 
mini-RPV called “Skyeye.” The payload will supply TV camera surveillance, 
line-of-sight, laser target designator and range finder. 

BLUE SPRINGS - An Air Force program which involved RPV reconnaissance 
flights over China in the 1960s. 

BLUE STRAW - See BLUE EAGLE. 

BLUFF BLINKER - The Naval Regional Procurement Office, Los Angeles, 
awarded a contract to Tasker Industries for work on this project. 

BOB CAT - A guided 500-pound bomb in development at Naval Ordnance 
Laboratory, Corona. 

BOLD EAGLE - An Army Security Agency project. Also involves Air Force 
Electronic Systems Division. 

BOLD ORION - The Air Force's strategic air launched missile, designated 
199-B. 

BOLD SHOT - A Joint Chiefs of Staff exercise. 

BONUS DEAL - A Strategic Air Command project to identify directed bombing. 

BOOSTED ROOSTER - Combination Arcas sounding rocket and Sidewinder missile 
propulsion unit used by Air Force Cambridge Research Laboratory for an 
upper-air research program. 

BOSPHORUS EXPRESS – Joint Chiefs of Staff (JCS) directed and coordinated 
exercise. 

BRAVE CREW 74 - A joint Army/Air Force training exercise conducted at Fort 
Hood, Texas in June 1974. 



BRAVE SHIELD - A joint-service training exercise held in the Southeastern 
part of the United States in February, 1972, Members of the 82nd Airborne 
Division from Fort Bragg, NC were the main forces being deployed in the 
exercise. 

BRAVE SHIELD 17 - A continuation of joint readiness exercises involving 
all branches of the Armed Services. Brave Shield 17 was held March 30 to 
April 23, 1978, at Ft. Irwin, CA, and included the first use of the E-3A 
AWACS system in an Army Readiness Command exercise. 

BRICK BAT - A top priority that gives defense contractors precedence over 
other commercial companies in obtaining critical materials. 

BRIGHT LIGHT - A Navy operation to rescue American prisoners of war in 
Vietnam. 

BRIGHT STAR - A rapid deployment exercise conducted in Egypt by combined 
US forces (1981). 

BRIM FIRE - A Joint Chiefs of Staff exercise. 

BUBBLE DANCER - World Wide U-2 weather sampling operations. 

BUBBLE FOAM - A Strategic Air Command track from Rock Springs, Wyoming to 
O'Neill, Nebraska. 

BUBBLE GAME - A Strategic Air Command refueling Area 1. 

BUBBLE INN - A Strategic Air Command post strike refueling area 1. 

BUBBLE OVER - A Strategic Air Command project effective in the early 
1970s. 

BUBBLE SOAP - A Strategic Air Command Far East Route initiated in May 
1967. 

BUBBLY LIGHT - A Strategic Air Command track from Seattle, Washington to 
McCall, Idaho. 

BUCK ARENA - A Strategic Air Command track from St. Louis/to Lafayette, 
IN. 

BUCK PLATE - A BMEWS monitor route compulsory reporting point within the 
Strategic Air Command. 

BUCKET SEAT - A Strategic Air Command refueling track. 

BUCKING BULL - A post strike refueling area within the Strategic Air 
Command. 

BUFFALO HORN - A Strategic Air Command disaster to base and higher 
headquarters signal initiated in August 1967. 

BUFFALO HUNTER - A code name for short-duration low altitude drones now 
being used by the Air Force for photo reconnaissance missions. 

BUG BOMB - A Strategic Air Command Spanish Atlantic Refueling Track. 

BUG NEST - A Strategic Air Command snow time refueling area. 

BUG SPRAY - A Strategic Air Command project initiated in May 1967. 

BUGGS OUT - A Strategic Air Command operational test and evaluation of ECM 



equipment on T-29 aircraft. 

BUGGY FOX - Strategic Air Command refueling area No. 12. 

BUGGY RIDE - A Strategic Air Command alert force launch from a single 
base. 

BUGLE CALL - An Air Force radio in support of the Strategic Air Command. 
BUGLE NOTE - Emergency operations of B52 aircraft in Southeast Asia. 

BUGLE RAG - Strategic Air Command reconnaissance photos from U-2 aircraft 
for updating RBS site chart production. 

BUGLE SONG - Strategic Air Command air refueling Area 7. 

BUGLE TONE - A Strategic Air Command south route compulsory reporting 
point. 

BUGLE TRIM - Strategic Air Command refueling track on the Southeast Asia 
route.

BUTTER FREEZER - Strategic Air Command refueling Area 3. 

BUTTER JAR - Strategic Air Command refueling track from Tonopah, NV to 
Farmington, NM. 

BUTTON BOMBLET - Anti-intrusion device bought by Army and Air Force. 



BUTTON PACK - A sensor evaluation integration in Strategic Air Command 
security programs. 

BUTTON SWITCH - Strategic Air Command north route compulsory reporting 
point. 

BUTTON UP - Strategic Air Command security system reset procedures used 
during Minuteman facility wind down. 

BUXOM BELLE - Strategic Air Command refueling track. 

BUY NONE - A version of a USAF directed ORIT mission. 

BUZZ SPRING - Strategic Air Command refueling Area 09. 

CACHE MARKER - A classified DARPA project. 

CAFTAN BLACK - A research and development program of the Army. Under 
the program, Lockheed is investigation sources of unintentional 
radiation. 

CAMEO ECHO II - An Army Missile Command program with HRH-Singer as 
prime. 

CAMEO ECHO III - A telemetry study by HRB-Singer for the Army. 

CANNON BALL II - An atmospheric density measurement satellite 
developed by the. Air Force Cambridge Research Laboratories. It is a 
cast brass sphere 26 inches in diameter and weighing 800 lbs. 

CAPTAIN COOK I & II - Joint Chiefs of Staff (JCS) directed and 
coordinated exercise. 

CAPTIVE LIGHTNING - Joint Chiefs of Staff (JCS) directed and 
coordinated exercise. 

CAST FIRE - A stabilized laser designator for the Rockwell OV-10 
aircraft. The system allows a forward air control pilot to covertly 
designate a target for attack. 

CAST GLANCE - An over-the-horizon detection system project sponsored 
by the Naval Sea Systems Command. 

CAST LIGHT - Martin Marietta received a contract for this Navy 
program. It is classified, but is possibly a laser designation 
device. 

CAT EYE - Part of the Air Force Quick Reaction Capability (QRC) program. 

CEFAR YONDER - A communications intelligence program for the Army 
Security Agency. The classified program is a balloon-borne 
configuration of communications intercept receivers and jammers. 

CEFIRE TIGER - An Army Electronic Counter Measures Program contracted 
to GTE Sylvania. It is an airborne multichannel communications jammer 
directed against hostile radio relay links in the VHF and UHF ranges. 
It will get data from ground portions of the LeFox Grey system. 

CEFIRM LEADER - Ground Calibration Processing System for light Army 
aircraft; encompassing DFL mission analysis and processing system and 
ancillary data for the AN/ARD-22, Airborne Direction Finding System. 
An Army effort assigned to ESL/Sunnyvale, CA. 



CEFLY LANCER - A single intelligence system for rapid assessment of 
enemy activity behind battle lines. It requires a highly qualified 
small reconnaissance aircraft as a platform. The Army now plans to 
combine CEFLY LANCER and Guardrail (see) to develop a next-generation 
system. 

CERTAIN RAMPART - special project under the Army Communications 
Command. 

CHAFF MUFFIN - A CHAFF program conducted by the Office of Naval 
Research. Hycor, Inc. is the contractor. 

CHANNEL FINDER - AN/WQN-1 mine hunting sonar. (SVO) 

CHARGER BLUE - An EW program aimed at providing expanded frequency 
coverage and density for ECM equipment to meet Warsaw Pact threats. 
(AN) 

CHICKEN LITTLE - A mortar developed by the Army. 

CHINESE MODEL - A complete four-station ACCUFIX chain. 

CHURCH OPAL,- A Navy exercise from the Office of Naval Research involving 
long range acoustic propagation (LRAP). 

CHURCH PLATE - A Navy program to develop an airborne system able to gather 
information on distant targets and relay to launch platforms. 

CHURCH STROKE - A Naval exercise in conjunction with Long Range 
Acoustic Propagation Project (LRAPP). 

CHURCH STROKE II - A sensor performance data reduction and analysis study 
for Naval Electronic Systems Command, involving University of Texas at 
Austin, Applied Research Laboratories. 

CHURCH STROKE III - Follow-on exercise to CHURCH STROKE (see). 

CIRCUIT GOLD - A Naval program. Hydrotronics received a contract for 
engineering support in mid-1975. 

CLARINET ANCHOR - A new name for the SEA ANCHOR program. It is 
classified. See also CLARINET RAMROD. 

CLARINET BULLSEYE - A shore-based high frequency direction finding 
system that locates and classifies enemy ships. 

CLARINET HARPY - A classified Navy communications project. 

CLARINET MIRACLE - A Navy high priority program to develop a new HF 
Communications system for communication with submarines worldwide. The 
new system, said to be under development by GTE Sylvania, will be such 
that transmission will not be dampened or disrupted by solar 
radiation. 

CLARINET OMEN - Tests conducted by the Navy for safe submarine 
communications with satellites. 

CLARINET PILGRIM - A Navy shore-to-ship communications project 
involving modification of Lockheed EC-130G/Q aircraft. 

CLARINET PLATO - A naval communications security program, intended to 
provide a secure voice capability which is flexible, reliable, and has 



superior maintainability. 

CLARINET RAMROD - A high classified Naval Electronics Command project 
formerly known as BOWLINE. It is related to CLARINET ANCHOR, the new 
name for SEA ANCHOR. 

CLARINET SOCRATES - A classified naval communications security 
system. 

CLARINET VALLOR - A naval communications security system capable of 
securing all Navy record communications on a given platform. 

CLASSIC ASCOT - A Navy program under the Naval Electronics Systems 
Command. 

CLASSIC CALIPER - A Naval Electronic Systems Command project 
involving Sperry Rand/Reston, VA, and being integrated with CLASSIC 
HARVESTER (see) equipments into a CLASSIC OUTBOARD (see) system. 

CLASSIC COYOTE - a land-mobile, self-contained, signal receiving, 
processing and analysis system for signal security operations in the 
very low frequency-to-millimeter range. Naval Electronic Systems 
Command is the cognizant agency. 

CLASSIC FOX - a security assessment system for monitoring, managing 
and analyzing Navy signals. GTE Sylvania is developing it for Naval 
Electronics Systems Command. 

CLASSIC HARVESTER - A shipboard signal acquisition and intelligence 
processing system, part of the Navy's overall CLASSIC OUTBOARD System 
for intelligence data processing aboard ships. CLASSIC HARVESTER is 
being integrated with CLASSIC CALIPER (see) into CLASSIC OUTBOARD 
(see). 

CLASSIC NOMAD - A Navy program under the Naval Electronics Systems 
Command. 

CLASSIC OUTBOARD - A ship-based project aimed at outfitting 24 
missile frigates (two per carrier) with the ability to pinpoint enemy 
forces for better protection of carriers. Now being integrated with 
CLASSIC CALIPER and CLASSIC HARVESTER, it will provide broad area 
ocean surface surveillance capability. A similar land-based system is 
known as BULLEYE. 

CLASSIC SALTBUSH - A naval cryptologic program, funded in the FY75 
Navy RDT&E budget. Classified. 

CLASSIC WIZARD - A Naval communications program with a master station 
on the island of Guam. Another facility will be on Adak Island, 
Alaska. 

CLEAR SKY - A classified program administered by the Air Force 
Technical Applications Center. Rand Corp. has been a contractor. 

CLIPPER BOW - A Navy project for an ocean surveillance satellite 
capable of monitoring foreign sea traffic using active radar and 
electronic intelligence sensors. The U.S. planned to launch two 
satellites under this program in 1983 and 1984, but high costs 
prompted a halt in funding in FY80. (MS) 

CLOSE LOOK - An Air Force reconnaissance satellite built by Lockheed. 



CLOUD COVER - The Army Electronics Command awarded a contract to 
Sylvania/Mountain View, CA, in 1971 for a one-year research and 
development application. 

CLOUD PUFF IV - An Air Force study of cloud physics. 

CLUSTER CONDOR - A classified Naval intelligence project, pod-mounted 
on tactical aircraft. 

CLUSTER GIRL - A classified Naval intelligence program initiated in 
FY77. 

CLUSTER HAMLOCK - The concept of scatter jamming receivers associated 
with rangefinders and target designators by directing energy towards 
the victim receiver laser beams. 

CLUSTER HEMLOCK - A Navy optical collection and classification system 
which observes, records and classifies man-made signals from the 
visual through the infrared range, including laser signals. Deployed 
in the Mediterranean, it is produced by Martin-Marietta. 

CLUSTER SPIKE - A classified Naval program concerned with naval assessment 
of the threat posed by electro-optical and anti-ship cruise missile 
capabilities in the Soviet field. 

CLUSTER YARD - A classified sensor collection system. 

COBRA - A permanent first-word nickname assigned to Headquarters 
USAF. 

COBRA ACE - Effort initiated in 1971 utilizing uncleared personnel in 
a service support facility. 

COBRA AMBER - A radar configuration for an anti-ballistic missile re-
entry data collection system, later cancelled. 

COBRA BALL - An optical configuration for an anti-ballistic missile 
EW data collection system. 

COBRA BITE - Involves non-intentional and non-literal 
electromagnetic radiation. 

COBRA CHARM - Special collective effort utilizing uncleared personnel 
in a service support facility. 

COBRA DANE - A multi-object L-band tracking radar replacing the 
existing single beam radars which cannot provide all the data 
required for effective operations. Primary function is to monitor the 
status of Soviet technology in maneuvering warheads. (ES) 

COBRA DICE - Special collective effort utilizing uncleared personnel 
in a service support facility. 

COBRA EDGE - Special collective effort utilizing uncleared personnel 
in a service support facility. 

COBRA FANG - An aerospace data facility. 

COBRA FOAM - Also referred to as the Technical Sensor Program; an Air 
Force effort to improve the acquisition of technical intelligence, one 
aspect of which treats sensor development. 



COBRA GUARD - An airborne electromagnetic intelligence platform. 

COBRA HOOD - The modification, development and operation of five EC-
47 aircraft by the Air Force in either an early warning or electronic 
reconnaissance role. 

COBRA JADE - Special collective effort utilizing unclassified 
personnel in service support facilities. 

COBRA JAW - Fine grain measurements. 

COBRA JEAN - The use of advanced range instrumentation ships for 
intelligence missions. 

COBRA JOE - Radar used in the Far East for an unspecified mission. 

COBRA JUDY - An Air Force project to complement the COBRA DANE (see) 
radar. Using a shipboard, S-band, phased array radar developed by 
Raytheon, COBRA JUDY will be able to monitor Soviet missile test shots, 
including their radar signatures, from the moment their single or 
multiple re-entry vehicles enter the atmosphere down to near impact. 
(ES) 

COBRA KEY - A radio calibration program initiated in 1974, but later 
cancelled. 

COBRA MIST - Earlier known as SENTINEL MIST, the AN/FPS-95 high 
powered, ground-based, long-range radar. Developed by RCA, the radar 
was being considered by the Air Force for the CONUS Over-The-Horizon 
radar to provide aircraft detection and missile launch warning. Program 
cancelled. (ES) 

COBRA MULE - An Air Force program to evaluate equipment for 
intelligence potential. 

COBRA NOOK - Special collective effort utilizing uncleared personnel in 
a service support facility. 

COBRA PITT - Communications equipment support of project DIAOLS from 16 
Nov 1970 to 15 Feb 1971. Program cancelled.

COBRA SHOE - An over-the-horizon backscatter radar in the Mediterranean 
used to monitor Soviet missile launches. The program was a modification 
and addition to an unspecified Mid-East radar. 

COBRA SPOT - Signal intelligence equipment. The program was development 
training of Cambodian personnel and has been cancelled. Program was 
also an effort to utilize uncleared service support personnel. 

COBRA STONE - A classified intelligence program of the mid 1970's. 

COBRA STRIKE - A mobile re-entry data collection system in support of 
DOD requirements, but cancelled. 

COBRA SURF - A proposed long-range surveillance radar for use by the 
Air Force in the Pacific area. 

COBRA SWAMP - An Air Force intelligence support program to the 
Aeronautical Systems Division electronic warfare effort. Program

COMPASS BIN - A low altitude photo reconnaissance drone launched by 
Lockheed DC-130 control aircraft. The COMPASS BIN program utilizes 
the Teledyne Ryan AQM-34L/M unmanned aircraft.

An Air Force project involving competing models from 
Cincinnati Electronics (infrared scanning sensor) and Aerojet 
Electrosystems (staring sensor). 

COMPASS COPE - An Air Force high altitude, long endurance RPV capable 
of performing a variety of reconnaissance, surveillance, and relay 
tasks. 

COMPASS COPE-B - This high-altitude, 36-hour endurance jet drone is 
being built by Boeing for the Air Force. 

COMPASS COPE-R - This high-altitude photo-reconnaissance drone is 
being developed by Teledyne Ryan for the Air Force. It is an enlarged 
version of an earlier 24-hour drone. 

COMPASS COUNT - The AN/AVD-2 laser line scanning camera system 
produced for the Air Force by Perkin-Elmer capable of high resolution 
photos of target areas during complete darkness without use of 
conventional illumination techniques. Use is with RF-4C aircraft. An 
advanced system is designed for Army UH-1D helicopters. 

COMPASS COUNTER - An Air Force R&D program for locating radars. 

COMPASS CROW - An electronic warfare update on F/FB-lll aircraft. 

COMPASS DAGGER - Headquarters Air Force directed support of an OT 
project. 

COMPASS DANCE - A signal intelligence receiver development of the 
QRC-259 (Quick Reaction Capability Program 259).

COMPASS EAGLE - Air Force classified aircraft reconnaissance project 
support operations in Vietnam conducted by Rome Air Development 
Center. Probably part of the overall SHED LIGHT (see) program. 

COMPASS EARS - A heavily classified tactical intelligence program of 
the Air Force. It apparently is intended to serve as an emergency 
airborne backup for US intelligence and communications in Europe, 
with aircraft-manned and unmanned-flying at 60,000 feet and up 
believed involved. General Dynamics/ Convair and Sperry 
Univac/Defense Systems associated with it. Airborne communications 
terminals are involved. 

COMPASS FALCON - A specialized receiver, cancelled. 

COMPASS FLAG - Purpose of the program is classified but apparently 
involves a form of airborne reconnaissance in drone form. It involves 
a modification of the QU-22B aircraft. 

COMPASS FOG - An AF Aeronautical Systems Division test fog involving 
Martin Marietta/Orlando. 

COMPASS FROST - A high altitude reconnaissance exploitation test. 

COMPASS GHOST - A system developed for investigation of electro-
optical countermeasures to be used aboard tactical aircraft. 

COMPASS GLITTER - An Air Force low frequency chaff test. 

COMPASS GO - A joint Air Force/Navy electronic warfare suite for F-16 
and F-18 combat fighters. 

COMPASS GOLF - Installation of KS-87 cameras in Air Force RF-4C 
aircraft. 

COMPASS HAMMER - A pod-mounted electro-optical countermeasures system 
under joint Air Force/Navy development. Martin Marietta/Orlando and 
Westinghouse/Baltimore are competing for an Air Force contract for 
this jammer to be tested on an E-4 aircraft. (ML and EO) 

COMPASS HASTE - A specialized reconnaissance capability for the 7th 
Air Force. 

COMPASS HAT - A special air Force access program, cancelled. 

COMPASS HAWK - Air Force development of a recorder and dry film 
processor, cancelled. 

COMPASS HOME - Involves an Air Force effort (QRC-350), a radar 
pinpointing program to develop a search and destroy missile for the F-
4, with Westinghouse as prime. 

COMPASS HUNTER - The Quick Reaction Capability program QRC-72-13, 
cancelled. 

COMPASS JACK - An Air Force program to develop target and activity 
display systems. 

COMPASS JADE - An Air Force program to demonstrate the feasibility of 
using automatic aids to eliminate redundant and conflicting 
information from data collected and processed. Contract for $3.1 
million awarded by Rome Air Development Center to General Dynamics, 
Fort Worth, TX. 



COMPASS JAY - An Air Force signal collection pod, cancelled. 

COMPASS JOY - An AF Aeronautical Systems Division project involving 
Industrial Electronics/Mohawk, NJ, and Magnavox/Mahwah, NJ. 

COMPASS LANE - Air Force classified Project 8756. 

COMPASS LIFT - An ECM pod ground handling equipment, cancelled. 

COMPASS LINK - Air Force program for transmission of reconnaissance 
photographs from the field in Vietnam to Washington via the National 
Defense satellite. Equipment is also reported to have been deployed to 
the Middle East during the Arab-Israeli truce of 1970. 

COMPASS LOOK - USAF Aeronautical Systems Division project involving 
airborne laser/infrared transmission system for navigational aids. 

COMPASS MAIL - A chaff development, cancelled. 

COMPASS MATRIX - An electronic countermeasures jamming drone employed 
on Air Force F-4 fighter aircraft, now called COMPASS TIE (see).

COMPASS NICKEL - A program for precisely locating up to 200 signal 
emitters (radars) along the East German border by using time-of-
arrival signal location techniques.

COMPASS OWL - Study on modifying the Air Force T-38 aircraft for near 
real-time reconnaissance, cancelled.

COMPASS PASS - A defense analysis signal intelligence system for the 
Strategic Air Command RAD NO 7-64-(1). 

COMPASS POINTER - A drone specially equipped for foliage penetration 
to aid reconnaissance missions in Southeast Asia.

COMPASS QUASAR - A mobile ground processing equipment system 
(supplanting the former Transportable Ground Intercept Facility) 
which, by using dedicated data link, will take the real-time output of 
the sensors of the TR-1 aircraft, process it, and disseminate it to 
both air and ground force battlefield commanders. 

COMPASS QUEEN - An improved infrared reconnaissance sensor. (SEAOR 
92). 

COMPASS QUICK - Involves fine grain analysis electronic intelligence 
measuring equipment for Air Force RC-135 aircraft. (DM) 

COMPASS READY - The ALQ-119/ALQ-131 ECM pod programs. 



COMPASS ROBIN - An Air Force program to develop expendable radio 
frequency sensors that can be covertly ejected from RPVs or drones in 
areas defended by Soviet SA-2 Fansong radars. They could provide the 
capability to collect electronic intelligence information. 

COMPASS ROSE - Remotely Piloted Vehicle (RPV) research effort at 
Wright-Patterson AFB. 

COMPASS ROYAL - An Air Force advanced collection capability. 

COMPASS SAIL - A code name for the AN/QRC-73-18. A joint project with 
the Navy and Air Force. An R&D antenna system for integration with 
existing R&D antenna systems on other aircraft. A modification 
program of the C&D bands will provide direction finding for 
pinpointing surface-to-air missile guidance beams. 

COMPASS SAIL/CLOCKWISE - A Navy program which provides for 
modifications to the AN/ALR-46 radar warning receiver by extending 
coverage to C/D radar frequency bands. Naval Air Development Center 
awarded a contract to Loral/New York for this modification designated 
AN/APR-43. 

COMPASS SEE - An Air Force project to upgrade ECM systems of the B-52 
bomber by developing a flyable brassboard receiver for detection and 
direction finding of CW and pulsed threat radars, thus resulting in a 
full-up four channel receiver that will be interfaced with an ALR-46 
Radar Warning Receiver.

DISTANT PLAIN - High explosive test series, non-nuclear, conducted in 
1966/67 under a joint U.S./Canada/U.K. program of blast and shock 
experiments. A related series of tests included DISK SAILS 
(surface/subsurface) and DISTANT WATER (underwater). 

DISTANT RUNNER - A White Sands Missile Range project to test the ability 
of third-generation aircraft shelters to withstand attack by missiles and 
other explosive weapons. 

DIVE UNDER - A joint Navy/DNA program to develop and construct a large 
shock platform for simulation of nuclear weaponry on ships. It is a 
follow-on to Sailor Hat (see). 

DIXIE CUP - A Ford Aerospace & Communications development of a ballistic 
missile penetration aid in the form of a metallic re-entry vehicle-shaped 
decoy that would radiate electronic jamming signals before the ICBM enters 
the earth's atmosphere. Development conducted under the Air Force's 
Advanced Ballistic Re-entry Systems (see) program. 

DOLD DROP - Military Airlift Command multi aircraft tactical airdrop 
training, cancelled. 

DOLLY VARDEN - A type of submarine dome. 

DORIS BEARTRAP - A modular acoustic processing system. A Naval Air 
Development Center project involving Interstate Electronics/Anaheim. 

DOUBLE ALPHA - The system (AN/ALQ-141) is a towed body to perform 
surveillance and/or sweep missions against known new concept enemy mine 
mechanisms that pose a significant threat to FBM-type submarines. 

DOUBLE EAGLE - See IGLOO WHITE. 

DOUBLE STEAL - Command and control system for security service aircraft 
and part of the Air Force's 483L Digital Communications System. 

DOVER DEVIL - A heavy general-purpose machine gun being developed by the 
US Army Research and Development Command to replace the 1917-vintage .50 
caliber Browning as an anti-personnel, anti-light armor and anti-aircraft 
infantry weapon. 

DRAGON TEAM 4-80 - An Army-Air Force exercise to demonstrate the strategic 
potential of the Rapid Deployment Force by airlifting 2,374 paratroopers 
from Pope AFB, NC, and dropping them in a single pass at Eglin AFB, FL. 

DRUID GROVE - A classified Army program involving evaluation of foreign 
components, in the FY75 RDT&E budget. 

DUEL BLADE - An early name for the Vietnam "electronic fence" which 
evolved into the Automated Battlefield concept involving battlefield 
surveillance sensors and associated munitions. It was the Army portion of 
the remote sensor network. Other related programs are PRACTICE NINE, IGLOO 
WHITE and DOUBLE EAGLE. 

DUST HARDNESS - A modification improvement to Minuteman III approved for 



service use in 1972. 

EAGLE EYE – A configuration of the LTN-51 inertial navigational unit 
manufactured by Litton Systems Inc. / Woodland Hills, CA. Modification 
work on the unit was funded by ASD. (ML and EO) 

EAGLE EYE III - An electro-optical sensor developed by Air Force Avionics 
Laboratory engineers that gives pilots a radar display of approaching 
aircraft for identification and target acquisition. (ML and EO) 

EARLY BIRD - Communications satellite manufactured by Hughes, designated 
HS-303, a version of its SYNCOM 2, Synchronous Communications, satellite 
used by the Communications Satellite Corporation to initiate its interim 
system. Early Bird-1, formally designated INTELSAT-1 (International 
Telecommunications Satellite), was the world's first commercial 
communications satellite. (MS) 

EARLY SPRING - An early Navy anti-satellite concept which would have 
employed submarine launch of a missile fired to altitude where it would 
hover up to 90 seconds while waiting for the target to approach. 

EARLY START - An Air Force project for a blunt-end internally-carried 
bomb. 

EGYPTIAN GOOSE - A DARPA study to determine the feasibility of suspending 
a surveillance radar from a tethered balloon over a combat area to get a 
close look at well-defended enemy positions as a substitute for exposing a 
manned observation aircraft to hazardous gunfire. It is also used to 
detect incoming unidentified aircraft. 

EIGHT BELLS 79 - One in an annual series of regional command post 
exercises designed to examine the command and control procedures of the 
Joint Chiefs of Staff and selected unified and specified commands under 
simulated crisis/combat conditions. EIGHT BELLS 79 was to have been held 
in the Korean area with South Korean participation but was postponed. 

EIGHTH CARD – Program for testing tactical military applications of 
lasers, especially short-range uses. The program is now called THERMAL 
WEAPONRY. (ES) 

ELECTRIC BRICK – An electronic heat source version of HOT BRICK infrared 
countermeasures system being developed by the Navy with Sanders 
Associates. 

ELECTRONIC FENCE - DOD program to create an electronic barrier across the 
Demilitarized Zone (DMZ) in Vietnam consisting of various anti-intrusion 
devices, detection and warning systems; it became the Automated 
Battlefield (see). 

EMBER DAWN - A Joint Chiefs of Staff (JCS) directed and coordinated 
exercise. 

END GAME - Two efforts have been identified under this code name. The 
first is a DARPA/Army Missile Command program involving evaluation of 
aircraft equipped with advanced weapons; the second involves a Naval 
Weapons Center RFP for the design and fabrication of an END GAME simulator 
and optical system to be used for simulating a missile seeker's range 
closure on a target. 

ENHANCE PLUS - A project related to supplying aircraft and equipment 
transfers from other countries to Vietnam. 



EXOTIC DANCER - Joint exercise involving Navy, Army, Marine and Air Force 
units. 

FACE LIFT - An Air Force recovery procedure. 

FACE MASK - A three-day amphibious reconnaissance exercise held off the 
coast of Okinawa for the Marines. 

FAIR MEASUREMENT - An Army program related to the Anti-Missile Program. 

FAIR OAKS - Navy submarine signal processing set, the AN/WYQ-1. 

FAMILY MAN - See COLLEGE MEN. 

FAST FLY - See COMBAT PACER. 

FAT ALBERT - A 2,500 lb. bomb that uses the Walleye (see) optical guidance 
package. 

FIRST LOOK - A test conducted under Project CLOUD GAP a joint project of 
the U.S. Arms Control and Disarmament Agency (ACDA) and DOD, with the Air 
Force functioning as the program manager to monitor missile production 
from a site located in England; a second test was scheduled. 

FLAMING ARROW - An Army project under the Army Communications and 
Electronics Materiel Readiness Command. 

FLAMING LANCE - Joint Chiefs of Staff (JCS) directed and coordinated 
exercise. 

FLARE SCAN - A ground transmitter and airborne receiver. They were used by 
the Air Force in conjunction with experiments on instrument landings. 

FLINTLOCK THREE - A Joint Chiefs of Staff coordinated exercise. 

FLOATING FLARE - An Army research and development program involving 40 mm 
ordnance. Aberdeen Proving Ground has negotiated with Northrop Carolina 
Inc./Ashville, NC for work. 

FOG CUTTER - A DARPA air-to-air guidance system. 

FORESIGHT SIERRA - A communications system under development by the Army 
electronics Command for which Ford Aerospace & Communications received 
contracts. 

FOREST GREEN - A classified Air Force intelligence and communications 
program. 

FORWARD PASS - A buried ground sensor which transfers information to 
aircraft for targeting. A Naval Air Development Center project. 

FORWARD PASS - Program to provide over-the-horizon targeting through 
radar-equipped aerial platforms for a new 600-mile-range ramjet-powered 
missile against hostile targets. 

FORWARD TALK - Joint Airborne Command Post. 

FOUR EYES FLINTSTONE - A radar system installed at Rome Air Development 
Center. 

FOUR WHEELS - Air Force system using the AN/TSQ-47 traffic control system 
built by RCA. 



FOX HALL - Classified airborne tactical communications equipment; may be 
related to a National Security Agency requirement. 

FREEDOM TORCH II - Joint Chiefs of Staff (JCS) directed and coordinated 
exercise. 

FREEDOM VAULT - Field exercise held in March 1971 in The Republic of Korea 
to demonstrate the capability to deploy Strike Command (USSTRICOM) units 
to an overseas area rapidly. 

GALLANT HAND - A large scale joint-service training exercise held in 1972 
at Fort Hood at which 23,000 soldiers and airmen participated. 

GALLANT KNIGHT - A command post exercise of the Rapid Deployment Force. 

GALLANT SHIELD - Joint Chiefs of Staff (JCS) directed and coordinated 
exercise. 

GAME WARDEN - The name for the use of helicopters in Vietnam. 

GENTLE WIND - A Joint Chiefs of Staff coordinated exercise. 

GET WELL - A program on Tartar/Terrier/Talos to improve deficiencies in 
missile ships already built or under construction. 

GHOST CABIN - A BMEWS monitor tanker route. 

GHOST RIDER II - An Air Force drone contingency plan. 

GHOST WALK - Operational tests by the Air Force of the Quail missile (ADM-
20). 

GIANT AX - Air Force implementation of a security plan. 

GIANT BALL - An Air Force Airborne Command Post (ABNCP) ALCC exercise. 

GIANT BALLOON - A track from Seattle, WA to Battle Mountain, NV. 

GIANT BEAM - A Strategic Air Command evaluation of the APS-23 and ALT-6B 
system. 

GIANT BEAR - An SR-71 refueling support system worldwide. 

GIANT BID - Utilization of electronic reconnaissance equipment. 

GIANT BLAZE - Strategic Air Command flare employment program. 

GIANT BRACKET - Strategic Air Command operational test and evaluation of 
B-52 cell tactic. 

GIANT CANE - Strategic Air Command exploitation of electronics system 32B. 

GIANT CHERRY - An Air Force terrain avoidance calibration program. 

GIANT COMBO - Strategic Air Command operational test and evaluation of an 
ECM test and flight plan. 

GIANT DEAL - A Strategic Air Command training operation. 

GIANT DUEL - Operational test and evaluation of QRC ALT-22 and QRC ALT-6 
systems. 

GIANT EAGLE - A program to divert ARC light recovery (NAFTAN bombing

GIANT OPPONENT - A bomber defensive formation test. 

GIANT PATRIOT - The code name describes an operational base launch program 
of test flights of Minuteman II missiles. The program was terminated by 
Congressional edict in July 1974. 

GIANT PLATE - An SR-71 contingency plan. 

GIANT PLOW - An Air Force Minuteman launcher closure test program. 

GIANT PRIZE - Identification of Strategic Air Command operational test and 
evaluation of AN/ALQ-16 T-2 flight plan. 

GIANT PROFIT - A Minuteman modified operational missile test plan. 

GIANT QUEST - An SR-71 stateside base contingency operation. 

GIANT RALLY - The capability for conducting strikes in the post attack 
era. 

GIANT REACH - An SR-71 overseas based contingency operation. 

GIANT ROAR - Limited range operational base launches. 

GIANT ROOF - A missile communications improvement program. 

GIANT SCALE - An SR-71 contingency plan. 

GIANT SHADOW - A Strategic Air Command operational test and evaluation of 
a tactical chaff test and flight plan. 

GIANT STAGE - An Air Force tanker task force operation at March AFB, CA. 

GIANT STEP - An Air Force special radio traffic program. 



GIANT STRIDE - Strategic Air Command bomber participation in ECM terminal 
testing. 

GIANT TASK - An Air Force special reconnaissance mission. 

GIANT THRUST - A specific guidance conducting security vulnerability test.

GIANT WAVE - A SAC (Strategic Air Command) exercise involving two B-52D 
aircraft. 

GIGANTIC CHARGE - Program to notify NORAD of all or part of strategic 
integrated operational plan (SIOP) targeting for Minuteman. 

GIGANTIC JAM - Testing by the Tactical Air Command of ALT-28 electronic 
countermeasures equipment. 

GIN ANDY - Code name reference to the AN/FPN-16 navigational radar set 
built by ITT for the Air Force and used at air bases in fixed sites. 

GIN PLAYER - SAC tests of Minuteman missile for identification and 
execution. 

GINGER CUP - A Strategic Air Command strike mission in Southeast Asia. 

GIPSY FAN - Peacetime aerial reconnaissance program of Strategic Air 
Command. 

GIRDLE STRAP - An Air Force degree of exercise play intentions program. 

GLAD NEWS - Identification of a specific location within Strategic Air 
Command. 

GLAD NOTICE - An Air Force Practice launch exercise.

HAMMER ACE - A rapid response communications team equipped with 
secure/protected voice, hand-held radios with base station repeater, 
ground to air, secure record communication. 

HAMMER ANTRAN - Alignment of transmission lines and antenna system within 
the Air Force Communications Service. 

HAMMER BOSS - A three-dimensional mobile communications system, cancelled. 

HAMMER CHARLIE - An Air Force Communication Service program, cancelled.

HEAVY TRAFFIC - Headquarters USAF operations plan for airlift and resupply 
operations.

Surveillance Program, an R&D effort aimed at advanced development of 
aircraft and spaceborne sensor systems to keep track of enemy movements on 
the sea surface, cancelled. 

HIGH CARD - Another name for the air-to-air Genie missile. 

HIGH GEAR - An acoustic sensor developed for the IGLOO WHITE (see) 
program. 

HIGH HEELS - DOD periodic exercises to check responsiveness of worldwide 
communications system and reporting procedures under conditions that would 
exist should there be a major enemy attack. 

HIGH HIGHSTAR - Managed by SAMSO (Space & Missile Systems Organization), 
the program is aimed at the development of infrared detectors with high 
detectivity. Application is believed to be to the Midcourse Surveillance 
System (see) satellite. 

HIP POCKET - A Navy program to employ off-the-shelf equipment to improve 
ship defense against missile threats. The Navy is provided the equipment 
to see how it works, and to test its reliability at a very early stage. 
The system also aids industry in testing preliminary equipment. 

HOLY STONE - A highly classified underwater surveillance program. 
Submarines are equipped to gather a wide variety of electronic, 
communications and radar intelligence, including monitoring Soviet nuclear 
submarine activities. 

HOT CHOCOLATE - A highly classified communications system. Consists of one 
shore station plus eight remote units (probably submarines), handled by 
the Office of Special Communications, out of Naval Electronic Systems 
Command. 

HOT SHOT - An Air Force anti-nighttime infiltration weapon system. 

HULA HOOP - System employs infrared vidicon cameras aboard KC-135 aircraft 
to measure radiation from targets. 

HUSKY ACE - FY 1974 Department of Defense underground, nuclear weapons 
effects test. 

HYBLA GOLD - Air Force sensor project involving EG&G Inc., Albuquerque, 
NM. 

IGLOO BOMB LIFT - An Air Force program within its armament and ordnance 
development system. 

IGLOO WHITE - Use of air-dropped sonobuoys over land infiltration routes 
to detect enemy troop movements. Signals produced are processed by Air 
Force EC-121 aircraft. Other names used for this activity included 
PRACTICE NINE, DOUBLE EAGLE, DUEL BLADE. Administered by DCPG (Defense 
Communications Planning Group) and part of the overall Automated 
Battlefield (see). 

IRON BIRD - A flight control simulator for the F-4 aircraft. 

IRON HAND - Air Force code name applied to all electronic countermeasures 
(see ECM) equipment introduced aboard U.S. aircraft during the Southeast 



Asia conflict to meet the threat posed by Soviet-built Surface-to-Air 
Missiles (SAM) used in North Vietnam. Also involved firing Shrike (see) 
anti-radiation missiles at launching complexes. 

IVORY COAST - A joint service task group sent to North Vietnam in November 
1970 in an attempt to free U.S. POWs held in a prison compound. 

IVORY CORAL - The Army Missile Command negotiated with Battelle Memorial 
Institute for analysis of this classified system. 

IVORY TREE - A DARPA (Defense Advanced Research Projects Agency) program 
of exploratory development research (once called AGILE) in tactical and 
limited warfare equipments. 

IVY GREEN - Navy telemetry receiver manufactured by F&M Systems. 

IVY OWL - A study conducted by Rome Air Development Center on the 
oxidation and release of metal vapors. 

JACK FROST I - Joint Chiefs of Staff (JCS) directed and coordinated 
exercise in Alaska, to test and evaluate command procedures. 

JAZZ ROCK - JOINT SURVEILLANCE SYSTEM/REGION OPERATIONS CONTROL CENTER; A 
USAF plan to make joint use of Air Force and FAA radars for civil air 
traffic control and air defense needs. It would implement five regional 
control centers, including one in Alaska, to replace SAGE centers. 

JUNGLE JAMMER - An electronic countermeasures system involving the Air 
Force Aeronautical Systems Division. 

KEE BIRD - An Army ski-mounted vehicle, propeller driven for arctic use. 

KILLER KAT - An Air Force program involving Raytheon. 

LA FAIRE VITE - An electronic warfare console built by Harris for the Army 
Security Agency and deployed in the Harz Mountains, West Germany. The 
system uses digitally modulated microwave radios to beam intelligence 
information to the central LFV control center in Wurmburg. (See LE FAIRE 
VITE.) 

LAFFING EAGLE - V-SCAN direction finding system installed by Army aboard 
RU-21 aircraft. 

LAFINE WINE II - Army Electronics Materiel Readiness Activity project 
involving IBM; computer communications software for Augsburg. 

LARGE EDDY - NASA project under Ames Research Center. 

LARGE RICHARD - A 14-inch air-to-ground rocket that never got into 
production. 

LASER TRAIN - Army M-16 training system involving laser beams and 
television. A four-ounce gallium arsenide transmitter on an MILAI rifle 
replica fires a harmless beam of light at a target console which resembles 
a television set; a TV camera inside the target relays the position of the 
"hit." Firing can be accomplished from standing, kneeling or prone 
positions. 

LAZY DOG - An air-to-ground anti-personnel rocket used by the Air Force in 
early stages of the Vietnam war. 

LE FAIRE VITE - Classified ground-based eavesdropping system, built by 



Harris Electronic Systems/ Melbourne, FL for the Army Security Agency to 
deploy along the Iron Curtain in West Germany and to monitor 
communications and radar in real time. (See also LA FAIRE VITE.) 

LE FOX GREEN - Classified communications system of the Army Security 
Agency which uses the AN/FSQ-88 (V1) computer system, involving GTE 
Sylvania/Mountain View, CA. RFTPs for documentation of the government-
owned software used in this system were requested by the Army Electronics 
Materiel Readiness Activity, Vint Hill Farms Station, VA. (See also LE FOX 
PURPLE.) 

LE FOX GREY - VHF/UHF communication intercept system. The Army will use 
the system on the RU-( ) reconnaissance aircraft. 

LE FOX PURPLE - Classified communications system of the Army Security 
Agency which uses the AN/FSQ-88 (V2) computer system. RFTPs for 
documentation of the government-owned software used in this system were 
requested by the Army Electronics Materiel Readiness Activity, Vint Hill 
Farms Station, VA. (See also LE FOX GREEN.) 

LEAP FROG – An Air Force test of helicopter communications via satellite 
to extend the range of transmission. 

LEFAIR FOX - The Army Tank-Automotive Command issued a contract to Millers 
Trailers in FY74 for rework, repair and modification of the XM703 tank for 
the LEFAIR FOX system. Included in the contract were three M313 
semitrailers. No other details concerning the system are known. 

LEFIRM ARMOR - A highly classified Army program relating to an 
intelligence project. 

LEFT FOOT - An improved airborne communications intelligence collection 
and direction finding system configured in an RU-21 Army aircraft. 

LEFUR LOST - Army Electronics Command program to procure downed airmen 
radios. 

LIGHTNING BUG - Original code name for the first operational Air Force 
RPVs. 

LINEAR CHAIR - A classified project within the Fleet Ballistic Missile 
(FBM) program. A Naval Ship R&D Center project involving Dynatrend, Inc. 

LINEAR CHANCE - Part of the Navy's program to use porpoises to hunt for 
and mark or neutralize bottom mines. 

LINEAR CHEK - A countermeasures program within the Navy's Advanced Marine 
Biological Systems, initiated in FY75 and thought to involve marine 
mammals. 

LINEAR HOSE - A classified Surface Electronic Warfare project. 

LINEAR LOG - A Naval program directed toward a swimmer support system 
using dolphins. 

LINEAR SHARK - Classified Navy program. 

LINEAR SWEEP - A mine hunting and neutralization program in which 
porpoises are used to locate bottom mines. 

LINEAR TANK - Classified Navy program. LINEAR UNICORN - Classified Navy 
program. 



LINEAR UNICORN – Classified Navy program. 

LISA ANN – Now known as COBRA MIST, the Air Force 441L (AN/FPS-95) Over-
the-Horizon back-scatter radar portion of the 400L Over-the-Horizon Radar 
(OTHR) system. Development is being conducted by RCA for the advanced high 
frequency system to detect missile launches at long range. (ES) 

LITTLE "R" - An Army program involving flight tests of a mini-RPV built by 
Lockheed for battlefield reconnaissance and target 
acquisition/designation; also known as AQUILA. Lockheed is currently under 
contract for 30 RPVs, 4 ground stations and 25 sensor packages. 

LITTLE SAM - A version of the SLAM (see) missile system which would 
operate from destroyer escorts or smaller vessels. 

LITTLE SCOUT - A follow-on to the AQUILA program, LITTLE SCOUT is designed 
to fulfill an Army requirement for an unmanned aerial surveillance, target 
acquisition, and laser designation system. 

LOCK - A permanent first word nickname assigned to Air Force 
Communications Service (AFCS). 

LOCKER BOX - A threat assessment analysis study conducted by GTE Sylvania 
for the Marines. 

LOFTY - Permanent first work nickname assigned to the United States Air 
Force Academy (USAFA). 

LOG LIFT I - Operation conducted in 1970 which evaluated off-shore 
discharge of container ships. 

LOG LIFT II - 30-day airhead clearance operation to evaluate the Army's 
medium lift helicopter capability for sustained operation. The exercise 
also further evaluated Army air terminal equipment and personnel for 
compatibility with USAF systems. 

LOG LIFT III - An Army operation to evaluate depot-to-user support of a 
division force. 

LONESOME TIGER - A program involving equipping old B-16 and newer OV-10 
aircraft with night vision sensors as part of the Air Force's overall 
night vision programs. Renamed PAVE NAIL for the OV-10. 

LONG - A permanent first word nickname assigned to the USAF Headquarters 
Command. 

LONG DRINK - This operation involves tests to keep helicopters in the air 
for long periods through fueling constantly via an aluminum tube to the 
ground. 

LONG KNIFE - A target acquisition system as a follow-on to the Pave Knife 
Air Force pods. Ford Aerospace & Communications is the contractor. (ES) 

LONG NEEDLE - A project to improve the communications of 492L for which 
Collins Radio has done some work. The system employs fully automatic 
transmitter and receiver sites with voice and data transmission 
capabilities. 

LOOK - A permanent first word nickname, assigned to HQ USAF (AFIDI) 
(AFISA) (AFIIN) Norton AFB. 

LOOK IMPROVEMENT - Also known as Big Look Improvement Program (see BLIP), 



this is a Navy program involving improvement of equipment aboard EC-121 
electronic warfare aircraft. 

LOOKING GLASS - The Air Force's EC-135C airborne command post under the 
465L Strategic Air Command Control System (see SACCS) for transmission, 
collection, processing and displaying of data to assist SAC in command and 
control of forces. Employs the AN/ARC-89(V) airborne secure UHF multiplex 
communications system built by ECI and interrelated with the Post Attack 
Command and Control System (see PACCS). 

LOOP BOMB – Navy project under the Naval Air Systems Command. 

LOW - A permanent first word nickname assigned to the Air Training Command 
(ATC). 

LOYAL - A permanent first word nickname assigned to the Air University 
(AU). 

LOYAL WAY - A test and evaluation of command and control techniques by the 
USAF Air University, cancelled. 

MAD BOMBER - An Army weapons system used on helicopters that dumps mortar 
shells and fragmentation bombs on enemy positions by tilting a trough. 

MAD DASH - A signal collection effort and data link study by Naval Air 
Systems Command, involving Engineering Research Associates/Arlington, VA. 

MAGNUS ROTOR A basic research project sponsored by the Army Research 
Office/Durham, NC. 

MAIN EVENT - A joint Army, Navy, Air Force test to determine by simulation 
the effects of nuclear blast on weapons, materials, ground shock and 
buildings. 

MANDRAKE ROOT - See PROJECT MANDRAKE ROOT. 

MARCH HARE - Training and logistics portions of Iran's Ibex ground-based 
electronic intelligence system. 

MARKET TIME - A sea surveillance program to prevent infiltration in 
Southeast Asia from the South China Sea. 

MAROON SHIELD - An RCA/National Security Agency intelligence data network, 
once called "Drawstring." Some data would be relayed via satellite, but 
regular ground terminals and the Defense Satellite Communication System 
network would also be used. 

MAROON SPUR - A highly classified Army electronics program. 
Harris/Melbourne, FL received a $3 million FY76 contract. 

MIDDLE GUST – An Air Force test conducted at Crowley, CO involving a 
simulated nuclear overblast of a Minuteman silo. 

MILL RACE - High-explosive test simulating the airblast effects from a 
one-kiloton nuclear surface blast. 

MILL RACE - A Defense Nuclear Agency test. It will subject the Multiple 
Launch Rocket System, the M-1 tank and the Patriot and Pershing missiles 
to an airblast simulating a one-kiloton nuclear explosion. 

MILL RUN - A Defense Supply Agency program set up to stockpile TTL 
(transistor-transistor logic) circuits for future military and other 



government programs. 

MINE THROW - A series of tests conducted by the Defense Nuclear Agency 
using small conventional charges to simulate the blast effects of nuclear 
weapons. 

MINERS IRON - A Defense Nuclear Agency underground test which was 
scheduled for March 1980, with experiments on hardened structures and 
command, control and communications components to be fielded in this test. 

MING BLADE - FY 1974 Department of Defense underground, nuclear weapons 
effects test. 

MINUTE STEAK - A series of classified nuclear tests conducted by the Army. 

MISERS BLUFF – Defense Nuclear Agency tests to determine the near 
simultaneous blast effects on the MX buried trench and multiple aim point 
basing concepts. 

MISS NANCY - FY 1973 Department of Defense underground nuclear weapons 
effects test. 

MISSILE MASTER - The AN/FSG-1 semi-automatic command and control system 
used on the Army's Hercules (see) air defense missile. 

MISSILE MENTOR - The Army's AN/TSQ-51 air defense fire control system that 
replaced the AN/GSG-2 MISSILE MASTER (see) to computer-direct and 
coordinate Nike Hercules (see) and Hawk (see) surface-to-air missile 
batteries. 

MISSILE MINDER - The AN/TSQ-73 missile fire control system. It will be 
used for the Hawk, Nike Hercules, Patriot and Safeguard missile systems. 
(MS, ES) 

MISSILE MONITOR - The AN/MSG-4 mobile fire directional system for the 
Army's Nike Hercules (see) air defense system. Used at CONUS stations, and 
as part of the Army's 412L and MTDS (Marine Tactical Data System) programs 
(see). 

MISTY NORTH - A research and development program for which Perkin-
Elmer/South Wilton, CT, and Lockheed received awards from Space and 
Missile Systems Organization and Defense Nuclear Agency. 

MOON BOUNCE – A Navy ship-to-shore communication system utilizing a moon 
relay. 

MUSCLE SHOALS - One of the original "automated battlefield" concepts used 
in Southeast Asia. The tri-service effort relied on combined ground and 
air activity, sensors and emplaced anti-personnel weapons to detect and 
combat enemy infiltration. (See Igloo White). 

MUSCLE TRUNK - An Army Electronics Command in support of the DSCS II 
upgrade. 

MUSKETEER GWEN - A Naval Air Development Center program, involving 
Westinghouse and Scope Electronics. 

MYSTIC LINK - A secure, jam resistant Digital Information Distribution 
System for use in a tactical combat environment (Air Force). (ES) 

MYSTIC MISSION - An exercise by 30 US companies to demonstrate to NATO 
representatives the troop detection and Loran position fixing equipment 



that was being used in Southeast Asia. 

MYSTIC STAR - An Air Force high frequency air/ground communications system 
at various U.S. and overseas locations. 

NIGHT LIFE - An Army Missile Command/DARPA (Defense Advanced Research 
Projects Agency) project for the use of lasers, also known as DANCING 
DOLLS (see). 

NIGHT OWL - USAF Avionics Laboratory program to develop an infrared 
imaging seeker for use on air-to-surface missiles at night. Hughes 
Aircraft performed R&D in the program. 

NIGHT SUN - An Army searchlight. 

NIGHT TRAIN - Joint Chiefs of Staff (JCS) directed and coordinated 
exercise. 

NIGHT VISION - The system provides Naval and Air Force aircraft with 
night-time interdiction and detection capability. 

NIGHT WATCH - LTV modifications to five EC-135s to equip them with 
electronic surveillance systems and computers for on-board processing and 
real-time relay to command headquarters. Part of the Air Force SHEDLIGHT 
(see) program. 

NILE BLUE - A DARPA project which relates to nuclear monitoring for 
climate modification research. Research done under the program involves 
the effects of large scale climate modifications as a military weapon. It 
also involves research to counter potentially harmful climate changes. 

NIMBUS MOON - An ordnance disposal training program conducted in the Suez 
Canal to train Egyptian personnel as part of an agreement between the U.S. 
and the Egyptians. 

NIMBUS MOON LAND - A group of Army personnel training Egyptian troops in 
land mine removal around the Suez Canal. 

NIMBUS MOON SEAWATER - A group of Army personnel training Egyptian divers 
in the removal of mines from the Suez Canal. 

NIMBUS STAR - A minesweeping training operation conducted in the Suez 
Canal. Sikorsky RH-53D Stallion helicopters towed acoustic devices and 
magnetic sleds to train Egyptian personnel in minesweeping techniques. 

NIMBUS STREAM - A minefield detection sweep off the Egyptian cities of 
Port Said and Damietta. 

NITE GAZELLE - Experimental program by the Navy to modify QH-50D 
helicopter drones (see DASH) for night surveillance missions. The program 
followed the earlier NITE PANTHER effort which was cancelled by DOD in 
1969. Under NITE GAZELLE, the drones received a longer rotor blade and M5 
40 mm grenade launcher turrets. (MS) 

NITE PANTHER - See NITE GAZELLE. (MS) 

NORDIC PASS - A JCS (Joint Chiefs of Staff) exercise. 

NORTHERN MERGER - A NATO exercise involving nine countries that took place 
in 1974. 

NORTHERN WEDDING - NATO maritime exercise involving more than 180 ships 



and aircraft of eight countries. 

NYMPH VOICE - Also referred to as NYVO, this is an advanced development 
program sponsored by the Naval Air Systems Command with work performed by 
Magnavox, and believed to be an acoustic countermeasure device. 

OLD BOURBON - A test aircraft and the flight plan in support of a 
Strategic Air Command operational test and evaluation program. 

OLD DIPPER - A photographic target selection program. 

OLD FOX - Minuteman G flight tests. 

OLD GRIND - Photography of Strategic Air Command bases. 

OLD HEAD - A graphic weather reconnaissance program in the Southeast 
United States. 

OLD METHOD - A Strategic Air Command operational test and evaluation of 
the ADR-8A chaff rocket. 

OLD ROVER II - An early AGM-28B Hound Dog missile test. 

OLD TOWN - A photographic exploitation and processing program. 

OLIVE FARM – A U-2 contingency operation. 

OLYMPIC ARENA III - Strategic Air Command missile competition of all nine 
operational missile units. 

OLYMPIC EVENT - A Minuteman III nuclear operational systems test. 

OLYMPIC PLAY - A Strategic Air Command missiles and operational ground 
equipment program for EWO missions. 

OLYMPIC SHOT - The launch of PACCS aircraft in no notice emergency 
situations. 

OLYMPIC TRIALS - A program to represent a series of launches having common 
objectives. 

OPPORTUNE JOURNEY - Joint Chiefs of Staff (JCS) directed and coordinated 
exercise. 

ORBIS CAL - A Navy satellite. 

OUTGROWTH CAESAR - See CAESAR and SASS. 

OUTLAW HAWK - A Naval Air Development Center program related to ocean 
surveillance. 

OUTLAW SHARK - An over-the-horizon radar surveillance program conducted by 
the Naval Electronic Systems Command. The system lets a shore-based 
command seek data by satellite to a submarine running just below the 
surface so it can target enemy vessels with cruise missiles. Lockheed 
Missiles & Space/Sunnyvale is supplying the tactical display system. 

OUTPOST SEASCAN - A Navy program in which waves, currents, eddy systems 
and similar phenomena in the northern hemisphere are studied. 

OWL TEAM - An Army Combat Developments Experimentation Command project 
involving a Clear-Night Defense system for attack helicopters.

PAVE IMP - An Air Force night vision program under which HH-53Cs were 
equipped with low-light-level television (see LLLTV) cameras, providing 
the aircraft with the all-weather capability to rescue downed airmen. The 
program replaced the service's PAVE STAR (see) program, cancelled. 



PAVE JOY - Designation applied by the Air Force to the AGM-80A air-to-
ground attack missile, cancelled. 

PAVE KNIFE - A night vision system used on Air Force F-4Ds. The system 
consists of a forward-looking infrared sensor that acquires targets at 
night, and a laser designator that illuminates targets for guided weapons 
or visual attack. It is being replaced by PAVE SPIKE. Also involved Navy 
contracts with Ford Aerospace & Communications/Newport Beach, CA. ( ML & 
EO) 

PAVE LANCE - An advanced version of the Air Force PAVE KNIFE (see) system, 
which enabled McDonnell Douglas F-4 aircraft to accurately pinpoint ground 
targets and deliver weapons in total darkness. The program was cancelled 
in favor of SCANA (see). 

PAVE LAP - A proximity fuze for hard bombs. 

PAVE LIGHT - Development of a target designator by USAF. 

PAVE LOW - A joining Army/Air Force flight test program designed to 
investigate expansion of existing capabilities for night recovery of 
downed airmen. The Sikorsky HH-53 with a Norden radar system will be used. 
(ML and EO) 

PAVE MACE - An Air Force program aimed at developing techniques for 
destroying mobile ground targets from the air. 

PAVE MINT - An Air Force program to incorporate the AN/ALQ-172 electronic 
countermeasures system into F-15 and B-52G aircraft. 

PAVE MOON - Nickname applied to the training program for the Air Force 
PAVE GAT system (see).-(ES) 

PAVE MOVER - An Air Force program providing an allweather capability for 
locating and destroying ground targets. (EW, RS) 

PAVE NAIL - An Air Force program under which OV-10 observation aircraft 
were modified for service as night forward air control and strike 
designation aircraft. 

PAVE NICKEL - A time-of-arrival/distance measuring system ultimately using 
drones or RPVs (Remotely Piloted Vehicles) as airborne platforms, relays 
and strike vehicles. The system will be used for radiating target location 
and strike, cancelled. 

PAVE ONYX - A time-of-arrival technique developed by the Air Force's Rome 
Air Development Center for use by unmanned aircraft to locate enemy radars 
so other aircraft can attack them, cancelled. (ES) 

PAVE PAT - Fuel air explosive weapons (see FAEW) developed by the Air 
Force. PAVE PAT I was a bomb for use aboard low performance aircraft. PAVE 
PAT II is a 2500 lb. weapon for use with high performance aircraft. 

PAVE PAWS - An Air Force phased array radar system; Objective is to 
provide two sites, each consisting of a dual face phased array radar 
capable of detecting an SLBM attack on the Continental U.S. and to provide 
warning and assessment data to the NORAD Cheyenne Mountain complex and 
Strategic Air Command. SEE SLBM (ES) 

PAVE PENNY - Laser target identification system which detects and tracks 
targets illuminated by a ground based or airborne laser designator. This 



system was developed and manufactured by Martin-Marietta. It has been 
installed on A-7D and A-10 aircraft and is intended also to be used on F-
16 aircraft. (ES, MS) (ML and EO) 

PAVE PEPPER - An Air Force SAMSO (Space & Missile Systems Organization) 
project to decrease the size of the Minuteman III warheads and allow for 
more to be launched by one Minuteman. (MS) 

PAVE PHANTOM - An Air Force project aimed at providing F-4 aircraft with a 
near-blind bombing capability by reprogramming the AN/ARN-92 computer and 
retrofitting the processing portion of the receiver to enhance system 
precision, cancelled. (ES) 

PAVE PILLAR - Air Force project that would use digital avionics to 
integrate aircraft avionics systems into a standard package. (ES) 

PAVE PINE - An experiment involving over-the-horizon radar propagation. 

PAVE POINTER - A program to develop and test an automatic target surveying 
system which used a laser designator/ranger coupled with a night 
observation device. 

PAVE PRISM - A joint Air Force/Navy evaluation of active radar guidance 
warheads and new passive infrared wide-attack-angle guidance heads for the 
AIM-9L Sidewinder (see) air-to-air missile. 

PAVE PRONTO - USAF AC-130 aircraft (see GUNSHIP) outfitted with night 
vision devices for vehicle and personnel interdiction missions in SEA. LTV 
Electrosystems modified five Lockheed Hercules under an (Aeronautical 
Systems Division contract, cancelled. (ES) 

PAVE PROOF - An AIM-7E/7E-2 improvement program, cancelled. 

PAVE PROX - A proximity fuze for hard bombs. 

PAVE RADIO - The acquisition of AN/ARC-XXX airborne UHF radios. 

PAVE RENDEZVOUS - An evaluation of transponders with gunship capability. 

PAVE ROAD - Bomblet development for SUU-30 dispenser undertaken by USAF, 
cancelled. 

PAVE ROCK - A warhead for 2.75 inch rockets designed to penetrate aircraft 
shelters. 

PAVE SAFE - A security of nuclear weapons program. Involves Mottes 
Building Systems, Gwinn, MI. 

PAVE SCOPE - Air Force program aimed at integrating target acquisition 
aids on tactical fighter aircraft with electro-optical guided weapons to 
determine effects of lock-on and launch ranges and operational 
flexibility, cancelled. 

PAVE SESAME - An Electronic Countermeasures (ECM) development for F-4 
aircraft. 

PAVE SHIELD - Infrared suppression program. 

PAVE SOURCE - A secure voice transmission system used by JCS in 493L. 

PAVE SPECTRE - The AC-130 gunship follow-on development program. 



PAVE SPIKE - Laser pod for the F-4D&E aircraft, used for acquiring and 
designating ground targets for laser-guided weapons. It is replacing the 
PAVE KNIFE pods, may also be used aboard other aircraft. (ML & EO) 

PAVE SPOT - An Air Force night observation system used on Air Force Cessna 
0-2A and Rockwell International OV-10 forward air controller aircraft. The 
system consists of a special night-time stabilized periscopic sight and a 
combination laser illuminator and rangefinder that enables observers to 
pick out ground targets at low ambient light level and pinpoint them for 
attack aircraft, cancelled. 

PAVE STAR - An Air Force project aimed at equipping HH-53 helicopters with 
night observation devices, covert viewing systems, doppler navigation 
equipment and terrain-following radar, all of which will provide the 
aircraft with an all-weather, night rescue capability. 

PAVE STICK - Development of the BLU-34/B general purpose bomb by Air Force 
Armament Development & Test Center, cancelled. (ES) 

PAVE STORM - A non-nuclear tactical air-to-surface munition system similar 
to PAVE MACK (see) for missiles. It is a modular glide weapon capable of 
TV-data link and distance measuring equipment guidance options. 

PAVE STRIKE - An Air Force program which surfaced in the aftermath of the 
Middle East conflict, to improve capability to suppress enemy air defenses 
and enhance the overall tactical air capability of the Air Force. Part of 
the system will include the GBU-15 data link pod which will receive a 
picture of the target from the TV camera in the nose of the bomb and 
transmit course-correction signals, providing improved stand-off 
capability and increasing bombing accuracy. 

PAVE SWORD - An Air Force night vision program which equipped McDonnell-
Douglas F-4Ds with pod-housed sensors used on F-100s under PAVE ARROW 
program (see). The aircraft attack radar is boresighted to a laser seeker 
so the aircraft is cued to a laser-illuminated target, cancelled. 

PAVE TACK - An Air Force improved tactical bombing program. The system 
will contain FLIR (Forward Looking Infrared Radar) and laser target 
designator pods for F-4 and F-111 aircraft. It will acquire, track and 
laser-designate ground targets, or deliver imaging infrared and unguided 
ordinance. (ES, MS, ML and EO) 

PAVE TALK - Involves use of the AN/AVQ-25 laser ranger designator. 

PAVE TIGER - A classified Air Force program to develop a mini-drone with 
quick reaction capability. 

PAVE TOP - Obsolete program to develop an internal defoliant dispenser. 

PAVE TRAIL - Development of a classified family of guided bombs. 

PAVE TWIN - An executive kit for C-12 MAAG and attache aircraft. 

PAVE WAY - An Air Force project aimed at developing laser-guided bombs. 
(ML & EO) 

PAVE WAY II - Similar to PAVE WAY munitions except that they have been 
fitted with "pop out" tail fins which allow better aerodynamic 
performance. These munitions include Mk 82 LGB, Mk 83 LBG and Mk 84 LGB. 
(ML & EO) 



PAVEWAY III - The latest development in the Paveway line. The program is 
also called Low Level Laser Guided Bomb (LLLGB). (ML&EO)

PEER MATCH - Technical assistance effort being developed and implemented 
by International City Management Association under contract from the 
Community Services Division of the Department of Housing and Urban 
Development. 

PENCIL PUSHER - A deep underground silo basing mode for the MX being 
studied by Lawrence Livermore Laboratory. 

PENNY - A permanent first word nickname assigned to HQ USAF. 

PENNY COUNTER - A mobile air transportable Univac 1050 II computer system. 

PENNY MONITOR - A career management program, cancelled. 

PERKY - A permanent first word nickname assigned to the USAF Southern 
Command. 

PET - A permanent first word nickname assigned to USAF in Europe. 

PIERCE ARROW – Name for reprisal bombing of North Vietnam after the Tonkin 
Gulf incident. 

PILE DRIVER – A classified DARPA project. 

PILOT FISH – A classified Navy program which apparently involves placing a 
transmitter on the ocean bottom to pick up sonar data from approaching 
enemy submarines and transmit it to ASW craft. 

PIPE CLEANER – An Air Force project for which a few B-47E aircraft were 
modified. 

PLANE JANE - Air Force AC-130 gunships (see GUNSHIP) used in Southeast 
Asia, later modified into a SURPRISE PACKAGE (see) configuration. 

PLUME SHIELD - A Navy experiment under the Naval Research Laboratory. 

POCKET VETO - A tethered balloon-borne radar for air surveillance of the 
Florida Straits. 

POINT BLANK - Joint Chiefs of Staff directed and coordinated exercise. 

POLAR CAP - A program in support of the CONUS 0TH concerned with the 
effects of ionospheric variations which occur quite frequently in Arctic 
regions. Tests have been made to determine the feasibility of deploying an 
operational radar within the polar cap region. (ES) 

POLAR CAP III - A joint U.S./Canada cooperative research and development 
program to test 0TH (over-the-horizon) radar at a Canadian site near the 
North Pole. 

POLE VAULT - An on-going classified program of the Defense Communications 
Agency. 

PONY EXPRESS - Part of the Air Force Advanced Detection System Development 
to monitor nuclear explosions. 

POST CARD - A classified program of the Defense Communications Agency. 



POT LATCH - An amphibious exercise for the Marines held in conjunction 
with Canadian forces. It was designed to test helicopter-supported land 
operations against enemy forces. 

POWER BOX - Another designation applied to the airborne emergency 
communications system known as Black Fox (see). 

POWER EYE - A change of engines program for the Crusader aircraft to 
improve wiring, electrical performance and performance of the RF-8G, an 
aircraft used for photographic surveillance and reconnaissance. 

PRACTICE NINE - Initial project name for the "McNamara Line." Underwent 
considerable change and was later known as DOUBLE EAGLE, DUAL BLADE and 
IGLOO WHITE. Sensors were installed as an electronic barrier of anti-
intrusion devices, detection systems and warning devices across the DMZ in 
Vietnam. 

PRAIRIE MASKER - A Naval Sea Systems Command program concerning 
development of centrifugal air compressors, forced draft blowers, main 
boiler and superchargers. 

PRAIRIE SCHOONER - Advanced submarine surveillance program includes 
optical system technology, acoustic processing applications, photographic 
developments, direction finding and displays, digital recording 
applications, and laser signal detection capabilities. The Naval Ocean 
Systems Center is sponsoring the work. 

PRAIRIE STAR - An Army program aimed at developing a single tactical 
trunking and switching system that will perform some of the tasks planned 
for the MALLARD (see) project. First phase of the program will explore 
existing mobile tactical switching units, the second would convert a 
hybrid switching system to a pure digital communications package. 

PRAIRIE WAGON - A classified intelligence sensor collection system. It is 
a computer controlled system involving the AN/WSQ-( ). GTE/Sylvania 
received the contract from the Navy. 

PRIME ARGUS - A Defense Research Projects Agency program which is a form 
of VELA follow-on. The designation applied to the reoriented nuclear test 
detection effort that followed the Air Force's Project VELA (see) and 
preceded launching of the Integrated Satellite (see). The programs handled 
under PRIME ARGUS included nuclear proliferation analysis, nuclear test 
location prediction, and detection of countermeasures developed to offset 
capabilities and techniques developed under Project Vela. 

PRIME RATE 75 - A global communications exercise designed to test global 
communications systems and reporting procedures. 

PRISCILLA ELLEN - A network of eight long-range ground-air-ground high 
frequency communications stations that augment existing Air Force 
Communications Service facilities, provide conventional ground-air-ground 
traffic with military aircraft, and provide for secure teletype 
communications. Two stations are located in the United States, and the 
other six at Air Force installations in the Pacific. 

PROGRAM OASIS - An Air Force program for automated battlefield data 
processing and analysis. 

PROGRAM SAFE - A computerized CIA program involving Burroughs and TRW. 

PROGRAM SOUSSA - A classified program being developed by Aerospace 



Systems/Burlington for NASA/Langley Research Center. 

PROGRAM WS-428A - The designation, formerly applied to the Air Force 
Tactical Information Processing and Interpretation effort (see 
TIPI/MAGIS), which is now melded with the navy's Marine Air/Ground 
Intelligence System. (MAGIS) 

PROGRAM 1368 - An Air Force effort aimed at analyzing lightweight 
materials, developing airframe structural configurations to which these 
materials can be applied, and determining which airframe components of 
anticipated future Air Force aircraft will derive the most benefit from 
the application of lightweight materials. The materials involved include 
beryllium and diffusion-bonded titanium. 

PROGRAM 1559 - Designation applied to the Air Force PAVE SPOT program 
(see), a lightweight target acquisition and designation system that 
incorporates the FLIR (Forward Looking Infrared) developed by Texas 
Instruments. 

PROGRAM 244 - Designation applied to the Defense Satellite Communications 
System, also known as the Tactical Satellite Communications Program (see 
DSCS/TACSAT). 

PROGRAM 266 - An early designation for the current Program 647 (see). (MS) 

PROGRAM 279 - Designation applied to the Air Force 494L Emergency Rocket 
Communications System (see ERCS). 

PROGRAM 287 - Designation applied to the Air Force Manned Orbiting 
Laboratory. 

PROGRAM 313 - Designation applied to the Air Force Defense Data Relay 
Satellite, a "tracking station in space" that will replace a large number 
of ground stations around the world. The satellite will interrogate other 
military satellites, relay collected data to Air Force Satellite Control 
network ground stations, and relay commands from these ground stations to 
other defense satellites. 

PROGRAM 4043 - An Air Force program aimed at developing countermeasures 
techniques of severing communications, guidance and identification links 
employed by enemy forces to direct manned and unmanned interceptors, 
missiles and aerospace weapon systems. 

PROGRAM 405B - An Air Force high capacity spaceborne laser communication 
system. 

PROGRAM 407L - The Air Force Tactical Air Control System of air 
surveillance and control equipment. It provides mobile tactical 
communications systems to link detection, tracking and display systems, 
and disseminate air surveillance information. 

PROGRAM 411L - The Air Force Airborne Warning and Control System (see 
AWACS), which provides airborne early warning of a bomber threat, and 
command and control of Tactical Air Command and Air Defense Command 
interceptors. (ES) 

PROGRAM 412L - An Air Weapons Control System in West Germany. Ford 
Aerospace & Communications, Willow Grove, PA, handled the maintenance 
contract for the Air Force. 

PROGRAM 414L - An Air Force project aimed at developing over-the-horizon 



backscatter-type radar that will provide long-range surveillance, 
detection and tracking of aircraft at extended ranges from Continental 
United States borders. (ES) 

PROGRAM 416M - The Air Force Back-Up Interceptor Control system (see 
BUIC), which provides back-up control of Air Force interceptor forces. 

PROGRAM 418L - The Air Force Ryukyu Air Defense System (see RADS), a semi-
automatic air defense system that provides detection, tracking and control 
of interceptors of airspace intruders in the Pacific area. 

PROGRAM 427M - A system to acquire, with growth potential, new and 
improved data processing equipment, software displays and communications 
for the NORAD Cheyenne Mountain Complex for the purpose of providing a 
responsive and reliable capability. (ES) 

PROGRAM 433L - The Air Force Weather Observing and Forecasting System, an 
electronic meteorological system that provides weather observations, 
information studies and weather forecasts in support of military 
operations. 

PROGRAM 435A - Designation applied to the Navy Navigational Satellite 
System (see NNSS). (MS) 

PROGRAM 437 - A highly classified Air Force project. 

PROGRAM 440L - The Air Force Over-the-Horizon Radar system (see OTHR), a 
high frequency forward and back-scatter radar that provides for the 
detection of missile launches at long range, and for the detection and 
location of an airborne threat. (ES) 

PROGRAM 441A - Designation applied to the AN/FPS-95 radar system 
development program. Also known as Cobra Mist (see). 

PROGRAM 441D - The designation applied to the Air Force efforts to develop 
an over-the-horizon backscatter radar. 

PROGRAM 451D - USAF Electronic Systems Division program (also known as 
COMBAT GRANDE) to upgrade the Spanish air defense system. 

PROGRAM 461 - Designation applied to the Air Force Midas satellite (see), 
which was developed to provide early warning of ballistic missile launches 
and which is now Program 647 (see). (MS) 

PROGRAM 466L - An intelligence gathering system with the Associated 
Dedicated Communications Networks. A program out of Kelly AFB, TX. 

PROGRAM 467 - Designation previously applied to the Air Force Integrated 
Satellite (see), which is now designated PROGRAM 647 {see). (MS) 

PROGRAM 469L - The Air Force Conversion of Range Telemetry Systems (see 
CORTS), which provides three Air Force test ranges with UHF telemetry 
ground systems. 

PROGRAM 474L - The Air Force Ballistic Missile Early Warning System (see 
BMEWS), which provides detection and location of missiles launched against 
Canada, England and the United States. 

PROGRAM 474N - The Air Force Sea Launched Ballistic Missile Warning System 
(see SLBM), a line of sight radar system that provides warning and 
detection of sea-launched ballistic missiles in the Atlantic, Gulf and 



Pacific coastal regions. 

PROGRAM 481A - Designation applied to the Strategic Air Command Airborne 
Data Automation system (see SAC-ADA), which was formerly called the Post 
Attack Command and Control System Airborne Data Automation system. 

PROGRAM 485L - See TACSI. (ES) 

PROGRAM 487L - The Air Force Survivable Low Frequency Communications 
System (see SLFC), a low frequency emergency radio teletype communications 
system that provides the DOD with a general command channel and back-up 
communications system, and links the Joint Chiefs of Staff with Strategic 
Air Command aircraft and missile forces. 

PROGRAM 487M - The Air Force Special Purposes Communications Program, an 
airborne, low frequency emergency communications system that provides the 
DOD with a command and control link to nuclear forces. 

PROGRAM 492L - The Air Force Strike Force Command and Control System (see 
STRICOM), composed of airborne command and control equipment that provides 
U.S. Strike Command Forces with command and control systems. 

PROGRAM 496L - The Air Force Spacetrack (see) system of ground radar and 
optical sensor systems, which detects, tracks, identifies and catalogues 
all objects in earth orbit. 

PROGRAM 497L - The Air Force Quickpass (see) program, which provides 
automatic digital switches for switching centers, and assures secure 
global communications. 

PROGRAM 609 - The designation applied to the Air Force Scout (see) four 
stage, solid fuel booster used to launch small satellites and space 
probes. 

PROGRAM 612 - The designation previously applied to the Air Force 
Integrated Satellite (see), now designated PROGRAM 647 (see). 

PROGRAM 616A - The Air Force awarded a contract to Westinghouse to design 
and develop a low and very low frequency communications equipment. 

PROGRAM 621B - Designation applied to the Air Force Defense Navigation 
Satellite System (see DNSS), formerly the Satellite System for Precise 
Navigation. 

PROGRAM 623A - Designation applied to the Air Force Manned Orbiting 
Laboratory. 

PROGRAM 627 - Designation applied to the Air Force Advanced Ballistic 
ReEntry Systems (see ABRES). 

PROGRAM 633F - Designation applied to the Air Force Stellar Inertial 
Doppler System. 

PROGRAM 634B - The Unified Communications, Navigation and Identification 
System to unify the functions of communications, navigation, and 
identification for positive control of aircraft. It will permit worldwide 
secure identification for USAF operations in the 1980 period. 

PROGRAM 647 - Designation applied to the Air Force Integrated Satellite 
(see). The satellite would provide the U.S. with a 30-minute warning of a 
long-range ballistic missile attack, double the warning time provided by 



the Ballistic Missile Early Warning System (see BMEWS) and Over-the-
Horizon radar. (MS) 

PROGRAM 647F - see HAVE BIRD. 

PROGRAM 655A - Designation of an Air Force effort to develop a tactical 
reconnaissance and strike capability that would provide radar, infrared 
and low-light-level sensing, in-flight data processing and display, and 
near real-time data transmission under adverse weather conditions. 

PROGRAM 655A - Designation applied to the Air Force Low Altitude 
Supersonic Vehicle. 

PROGRAM 666A - Designation applied to an Air Force effort to develop a 
low-altitude guidance system that would include Doppler Inertial Loran 
system (see DIL), an advanced single package navigation system and an 
electrostatic gyro. 

PROGRAM 668A - Designation applied to an Air Force Flight Dynamics 
Laboratory program aimed at investigation the effects of integrated 
airframe after-body and nozzle design on aircraft drag and installed 
thrust. 

PROGRAM 679A - Designation applied to an Air Force effort to develop 
guidance techniques for air-to-surface missiles. The program encompasses 
projects that will allow for investigation of electro-optical guidance, 
radiometric correlation, radar correlation, infrared guidance, command 
anti-radiation guidance, LORAN guidance, strapdown inertial guidance, 
laser optical guidance, homing optical guidance, low-cost midcourse 
guidance, a low-cost missile guidance computer and guidance effectiveness 
studies. (MS) 

PROGRAM 68-H - Designation applied to Air Force SR-71 strategic 
reconnaissance aircraft. 

PROGRAM 680/V - Designation applied to the Air Force Spacecraft Technology 
and Advanced Re-entry Test (see START). (MS) 

PROGRAM 681D - See FGSS. 

PROGRAM 683A - Designation applied to the Air Force Vela satellite program 
(see), now designated the Nuclear Detection Satellite (see NDS). 

PROGRAM 683J - A program to demonstrate the technical feasibility and 
military utility of the application of automation techniques to the 
Tactical Air Control System. 

PROGRAM 691Z - This system provides for the evolutionary development of 
computer software in WWMCCS (World Wide Military Command & Control System) 
Operational Support. 

PROGRAM 711 - Designation previously applied to the Air Force Integrated 
Satellite (see), now designated PROGRAM 647 (see). 

PROGRAM 726 - Designation applied to the Initial/ Advanced Defense 
Communications Satellite Program, which preceded the Defense Satellite 
Communications System (see DSCS/TACSATCOM). 

PROGRAM 749 - Designation applied to a joint Air Force/Navy effort to 
develop an ocean surveillance satellite system. The side-looking radar 
satellite will monitor ocean traffic from earth orbit and detect low-



trajectory sea-launched missiles. (MS) 

PROGRAM 777 - See DSCS-2. 

PROGRAM 81D - Designation applied to an Air Force Space and Missile 
Systems Organization effort aimed at developing advanced guidance 
techniques to reduce targeting errors. 

PROGRAM 827 - Designation applied to an Air Force Space and Missile 
Systems Organization program which involves launching long wavelength 
infrared sensors into orbit aboard Atlas boosters. The effort is 
reportedly aimed at testing these sensors for use on the Integrated 
Satellite (see). 

PROGRAM 845A - A piston engine powered vehicle built by Martin-Marietta. 

PROGRAM 922 - Designation previously applied to the Air Force Defense 
Subsystem Development and Demonstration program (see DSDD). 

PROGRAM 922 - Designation applied to the Air Force Burner 2 program (see), 
aimed at developing a solid-fueled, single-engine vehicle that can be used 
to place small- to medium-sized unmanned satellites in orbit. 

PROGRAM 949 - Also known as COMET GUARD; the designation of the Air 
Force's Integrated Satellite (see). (MS) 

PROJECT ABACUS - An Army computerized training program. 

PROJECT ALPHA - A technology development demonstration being evaluated by 
W.J. Schafer Associates, Wakefield, MA, for Army's Missile Materiel 
Readiness Command. 

PROJECT ANSWER - Research being conducted by Analytic Services, Arlington, 
VA, for Air Force Office of Scientific Research. 

PROJECT APEX - A controversial CIA project for reorganization of the 
intelligence community. Originally described as a system to stop leakage 
of intelligence material, it is now being opposed as a mechanism for CIA 
control. 

PROJECT AQUACADE - A program that is the improved follow-on to the current 
Rhyolite spacecraft that monitor telemetry from Soviet ballistic missiles. 
Senate Select Committee on Intelligence has ruled that this program must 
be redesigned for launch on an expendable Titan-inertial upper stage 
booster instead of a space shuttle because of shuttle program delays. 

PROJECT ARIENNE - A system for low-probability-of-intercept acoustic 
communications from submarines at very long range, sponsored by naval 
Underwater Systems Center. 

PROJECT AZORES - A Naval Surface Weapons Center Cold cumulus cloud weather 
modification project, to relieve severe drought by rainfall augmentation 
in the Azores. 

PROJECT BACK BREAKER - A program under the Air Force Armament Division to 
develop laser-guided cruise missiles for use against both fixed and mobile 
targets. 

PROJECT BETA - A joint Army/Air Force & DARPA project to evaluate sensor 
information fusion centers, for use at Army Corps/Division and Air Force 
Tactical Air Control Centers. The centers will exchange sensor-derived 



data in near real-time. 

PROJECT BLACKER - A computer project for specialized encryption of 
intelligence data networks, integrating computers and special security 
equipment in an overall end-to-end data system encryption approach. The 
study was conducted for the National Security Agency. 

PROJECT BLUEFISH - Project of Army's Mobility Equipment Research and 
Development Command. Data reduction and analysis are being performed by 
Photon Research, LaJolla, CA. 

PROJECT CAMEO - A NASA program to release barium clouds at an altitude of 
590 miles from the second stage of an orbiting Delta rocket. Purpose is to 
provide more information on movement of electrified natural particles in 
and above the earth ionosphere by tracking the visible barium clouds in 
order to determine how the upper reaches of the stratosphere affect the 
earth's weather. 

PROJECT CHASER - An attitude control system developed by Aerojet General. 

PROJECT CHECKMATE - A study in which Air Force combat-experienced 
officers, assessing capabilities and strategies through the eyes of Soviet 
commanders, identified areas for improvement in the NATO posture. 

PROJECT CLASSIC BULLDOG - A wideband DF system; a study program for the 
Naval Electronics Command. 

PROJECT COLUMBUS - A recommended single project to complete the 
reconnaissance and initial exploration of the solar system in the 20th 
Century. The name Columbus denotes the 500th anniversary of that 
explorer's discovery of the Earth's "New World." NASA is the lead agency. 

PROJECT COPPER CAP - An Air Force project that holds its most important 
assets are people and money. 

PROJECT COURAGEOUS - A Naval Underwater Systems Center project dealing 
with ocean measurements and involving RCA/Aerostat Systems/Cocoa Beach, 
FL. Supporting scientific services are being provided by Interstate 
Electronics/Anaheim, CA. 

PROJECT CREEK PROTECT - A comprehensive Air Force effort to increase 
ground survivability which stresses training in base defense and related 
fields. 

PROJECT CW447 - The Lightweight Air Defense System. (LADS) 

PROJECT DA VINCI II - Data analysis and interpretation relative to air 
quality and meteorological and emissions data; an effort for the 
Environmental Protection Agency. 

PROJECT DARK EYES - A development program of thermal imaging sensors. 
Honeywell Radiation Center/ Lexington, MA, is involved in the work for 
Naval Sea Systems Command. 

PROJECT DEB DRAMA - A program enhancing the Digital European Backbone 
System. Systems Consultants/ Washington, DC, is responsible for carrying 
out the logistic work. 

PROJECT DECK ROOF - A program of the National Security Agency, it is a 
control facility for circuit monitoring and troubleshooting on the 
Wideband Data Network. 



PROJECT DORIS - Naval Air Development Center project being negotiated with 
Interstate Electronics/ Anaheim, CA. 

PROJECT DUMAND - Deep Underwater Muon and Neutrino Detection; A classified 
navy study in deep-water communications with submarines. 

PROJECT D690 - Surface-to-Air Hawk/Hawk Improvement Program. (MS) 

PROJECT FIRE - This system collected data on the reentry effects at 
hyperbolic speeds as part of the Apollo program. 

PROJECT GATEWAY - A program for a communications satellite ground terminal 
system. GTE Sylvania is involved in the work. 

PROJECT GROMET - A naval Surface Weapons Center cold cumulus cloud weather 
modification project. Purpose was rainfall augmentation to relieve severe 
drought situation in the Philippine Islands (1969) and Okinawa (1971-72). 

PROJECT HANDOFF - Delivery of Cobra/TOW aircraft to the US Army European 
units. The Aviation Systems Command is the lead agency. 

PROJECT HOTSHOT - A Naval Surface Weapons Center cold cumulus cloud 
weather modification project. Purpose was to' quantify rain parameter and 
seeding effects from cloud base seeding techniques. 

PROJECT J3042 - The navy navigation Satellite System (NNSS) Improvement 
program. (MS) 

PROJECT J3402 - Improved Transit Satellite program now part of the NNSS, 
Navy Navigational Satellite System. (MS) 

PROJECT K - An Army project involving a proposal by Chrysler for a new 
tank. 

PROJECT LAWRENCE - The DDG-4 USES LAWRENCE employed in the HIP POCKET 
program. (SVO) 

PROJECT MAGNET - An airborne survey program that provides current, 
worldwide geomagnetic data for navigation safety; an old program, but 
continues to be active through the Navy Oceanographic Office. 

PROJECT MANDRAKE ROOT - An Army program having to do with toxic chemical 
munitions. 

PROJECT MAX - An Air Force computerized depot maintenance management 
system delayed by the service in 1978 because of Congressional criticism. 

PROJECT METCALF - A Navy study in the early 1950s regarding the use of 
infrared in warfare which focused on air-to-air weapons. 

PROJECT MIDWATCH - The Naval Surface Weapons Center/ Dahlgren is 
sponsoring a program to perform analysis and review of special 
intelligence areas. GTE Sylvania/Electronic Systems Group is doing the 
work. 

PROJECT MULLOKA - A lightweight hull-mounted scanning sonar for 
installation in Royal Australian Navy ASW escorts. The sonar is a solid-
state forced air-cooled equipment of high reliability. 

PROJECT N - A STOL aircraft undergoing prototype testing for the Royal 
Australian Air Force and Army. It was designed to fill two roles - that of 
a military mission support system and a commercial STOL transport. 



Prototypes were built by the Government Aircraft Factory. 

PROJECT NACH - NON-ACOUSTICAL COUPLING TO THE HEAD; An NADC (Naval Air 
Development Center) project which makes hearing possible without the 
transmission of sound waves. It has use for the deaf. 

PROJECT OASIS - An Air Force program to link European Command Center 
Intelligence and Communications in a computerized system. It combines 
scattered intelligence and command and control in what is called fusion 
projects. Martin Marietta/Denver is doing the work. 

PROJECT ORBITER - A navy satellite project which later became EXPLORER 
(see). 

PROJECT OUTCAST - A Navy minefield project involving The Merdan Group/San 
Diego. 

PROJECT OUTGROWTH - An Air Force study of advanced propulsion concepts. 

PROJECT OUTLAW SHARK - Involves experiments on fusion and dissemination of 
data using available sensors to pick up ocean surveillance information and 
provide the navy task force commander with the information required to 
effectively maneuver and apply his forces. 

PROJECT OVERSIGHT - A Naval Research Lab project in the mid-1950s for a 
helmet-mounted display for pilots. 

PROJECT PACKARD - A Defense Advanced Research Projects Agency task 
involving software which relates to methods of combating revolutionary 
development efforts. 

PROJECT PAPERMASTER - The retained portion of the old program AFBITS (Air 
Force Base Information Transfer System). When AFBITS was cancelled, the 
Air Force retained the technology for future applications. 

PROJECT PARKHILL - Military Secure-Voice Radio; A secure Communications 
System for the national Security Agency, involving TRW Colorado 
Electronics. 

PROJECT PEACE PEEK - An advanced development system for improved 
navigation systems. AF Aeronautical Systems Division, worked with E 
Systems/Greenville, TX. 

PROJECT PEACE REEF - Name given to the leasing of F-4E aircraft to the 
Australians. 

PROJECT PINPOINT - Designation applied to an Air Force program aimed at 
developing a gliding, automatic-homing 500-pound aerial delivery system. 
The system consists of a 300-square foot parafoil steerable parachute, a 
guidance and control subsystem and a ground transmitter beacon. 

PROJECT POLTERGEIST - A Communications Intelligence Program operated by 
the Army Electronics Materiel Readiness Activity. E-Systems developed the 
system. 

PROJECT POTLID - An Army development program believed to involve 
environmental testing of weapons and equipment and techniques. Contracts 
for the program were let by Aberdeen Proving Ground, Maryland, and work 
was performed at the U.S. Army Tropic Test Center. 

PROJECT PRELUDE - A satellite experiment to study new ways of conducting 



business, managing data processing systems and meeting intracompany 
communications requirements. This project used the Communications 
Technology Satellite (CTS) and its frequencies of 12 and 14 Gigahertz 
bands. The satellite is operated by NASA in conjunction with the Canadian 
Government. Twelve companies participated, including Rockwell 
International, Montgomery Ward and Texaco. 

PROJECT PRIDE - PERSONAL RESPONSIBILITY IN DAILY EFFORT; Part of the ZERO 
Defects program. 

PROJECT QUINTRELLE - A narrow-band secure radio; TRW is working with the 
Army Electronics Command. 

PROJECT RAINMAKER - NSA project involving Martin Marietta, reportedly 
terminated. 

PROJECT RISE - Name of a feasibility investigation to come up with 
potential recommendations for types of engines for a possible advanced 
VTOL (Vertical Take Off & Landing) aircraft system. 

PROJECT RIVET HAWK - A modernization program for the Titan II ICBM, 
replacing its guidance technology with solid state circuitry. 

PROJECT S-32-78X - Designation applied to the Navy Advanced Shipboard 
Communications program (see ADSCOM), aimed at developing advanced 
shipboard and satellite communications hardware. 

PROJECT S-32-82X - Designation applied to the Navy's Ship Electromagnetic 
Radiation Project, an effort to devise means of overcoming current 
environment degradation as part of that service's Advanced Shipboard 
Communications program (see ADSCOM, PROJECT S-32-78X). 

PROJECT S-32-83X - Designation applied to a Navy effort to develop radio 
terminal equipment as part of that service's Advanced Shipboard 
Communications program (see ADSCOM). 

PROJECT S-32-85X - A component of the Navy's Advanced Shipboard 
Communications Program (see ADSCOM), this effort is aimed at developing 
ship communications hardware. 

PROJECT SANTA BARBARA - A Naval Surface Weapons Center cold cumulus cloud 
weather modification project, to increase precipitation and snowpack, and 
study downwind effects of seeding in Santa Barbara, California. 

PROJECT SAP - A Defense Research Projects Agency project. 

PROJECT SAVE - An energy conservation program. 

PROJECT SCIENCE FLASH - An Air Force project under contract to Goodyear 
Aerospace. 

PROJECT SEACLIFF - Deep sea vehicle with pressure hull to be fabricated 
with titanium alloy. David W. Taylor Naval Ship Research and Development 
Center is conducting negotiations on project with Rohr Industries/Chula 
Vista, CA. 

PROJECT SEAGUARD - An anti-submarine warfare project using advanced signal 
processing techniques with a towed array. 

PROJECT SEAMOUNT - An electronic research program relating to 
communications for underwater acoustics and sonar for the Naval Underwater 



Systems Center. Signatron/Lexington, MA, is involved. 

PROJECT SEE-SAW - A classified beam weapons program involving the Naval 
Post Graduate School at Monterey, CA, and the Air Force Foreign Technology 
Division, Wright-Patterson AFB. 

PROJECT SIGMA - An Army program to develop a battlefield tactical 
computer-to replace the canceled Tactical Operating System. 

PROJECT SILKWORTH - NSA program involving Ford Aerospace, reportedly 
having software problems. 

PROJECT SILVER RIVER - A US Army Missile Command Development program 
executed through Raytheon/ Andover, MA. 

PROJECT STRAWMAN - A weapons program involving a new high-level computer 
language conceived in 1975 and now known as Ironman Revised. Involved 
Honeywell. 

PROJECT SUCCESSOR - A German-US study concluded in 1978 which evaluated 
Patriot's suitability for Europe. 

PROJECT S1747 - NATO Sea Sparrow. 

PROJECT S1748 - Point Defense Improvements program. 

PROJECT S1773 - Sea Sparrow Improvements program. 

PROJECT TRIM - A Navy project involving a high resolution display study to 
be provided by Raytheon/ Portsmouth, RI. 

PROJECT U12X2 - The Close In Weapons System project. 

PROJECT U1748 - The Point Defense Improvements project. 

PROJECT VANGUARD - An Air Force Systems Command project involving 
offensive counterair operations. Current emphasis is on an analysis of 
airfield attack munitions. 

PROJECT VIABLE - An Army computer program that would perform base supply 
functions. 

PROJECT VIGILANT - A Navy project under the Underwater Systems Center. 

PROJECT VINSON - An NSA program for an encrypted secure-voice radio 
system. Magnavox/Fort Wayne, IN and Honeywell/Tampa, FL are the prime 
contractors. 

PROJECT VULPINE - An upgrade of the AN/FSQ-91 La Faire Vite (see) system. 

PROJECT WHITE KNIGHT - A Naval Electronics System Command software 
project. 

PROJECT W1156 - The Air-Launched Low Volume RAMJET (ALVRJ) Project. 

PROJECT W118 - The Air-to-Surface Target Acquisition project. 

PROJECT W1189 - Part-of the HARM, High-Speed Anti-Radar Missile program. 

PROJECT W4727 - A project to develop control equipment to allow the flight 
of subsonic and supersonic target drones in close proximity (50-2,000 ft) 
so that control effects of multiple targets on the various missile systems 
can be determined. 



PROJECT X - A government-conducted study to accomplish technical analysis 
of Ingalls Shipbuilding consolidated impact claims against the government. 
The project is conducted by the Naval Sea Systems Command. 

PROJECT X-RAY - A World War II scheme to use bats to carry incendiaries to 
ground in Japan. 

PROJECT 1005 - A miniature vehicle effort by the Air Force Space Division. 
MV is 1005 in Roman numerals. 

PROJECT 1010 - A reconnaissance satellite which TRW developed. The 
satellite was to provide real-time reconnaissance photos via a data relay 
satellite. 

PROJECT 1118 - The Air Force's Nuclear Walleye project. 

PROJECT 1366 - Part of the START, Spacecraft Technology and Advanced 
Reentry Test program. (MS) 

PROJECT 1472 - An Air Force Flight Dynamics Laboratory project aimed at 
developing a small, automatic gain changing amplifier operable in an 
airborne environment where the temperature cannot easily be controlled. 

PROJECT 1815 - The Electro-Optical Bomb project. 

PROJECT 20 - Designation applied to Army efforts to develop an improved 
Spartan (see) anti-ballistic missile. The improved, high altitude Spartan 
would have a terminal maneuvering capability, be able to remain in the 
vicinity of an anticipated threat after launch under radar command, and 
use a long-wavelength infrared sensor to detect and home-in on incoming 
ICBM warheads. 

PROJECT 2000 - An active Electronic Countermeasures program conducted for 
the Air Force Avionics Lab. It covered a variety of efforts, including 
methods to jam enemy infrared, electro-optical systems, radar and command 
link systems, high energy laser/countermeasures and ways to deal with 
European missile systems. 

PROJECT 21 - A classified unconventional aerospace surveillance program. 

PROJECT 2345 - Jam-Resistant Imagery Transmission; To develop and 
demonstrate jam-resistant secure voice technology for application in UHF 
and VHF Command Radios. 

PROJECT 3M - A Navy program, believed to involve management information, 
worked on by Stanwick Corporation for the Naval Sea Systems Command. 

PROJECT 30 - A SIGINT site in the Sinai built by GTE Sylvania in 1973 as 
part of the US-orchestrated disengagement between Israel and Egypt. 

PROJECT 3059 - Designation applied to NASA's Large Solid Motor Program, 
aimed at advancing solid booster technology that could be used to launch 
multi-stage vehicles carrying heavy payloads. 

PROJECT 3125 - A classified Army development project, also known as 
PROGRAM BANCROFT. 

PROJECT 3178 - Designation applied to an Air Force project aimed at 
developing guidance techniques and performing studies to improve the 
performance of current and future ballistic missile guidance systems. The 
project was particularly concerned with ways of improving system accuracy 



under severe environmental conditions and mission profiles. 

PROJECT 3322 - The Infrared Guided Bomb project. 

PROJECT 3640-1 - Development of the 4H8A printer-developer (heat 
developing film device) for the Naval Training Equipment Center/Orlando, 
FL. 

PROJECT 3833 - An Air Force project aimed at developing advanced types of 
RF (Radio Frequency) generation and amplification devices with power 
levels and modulation capable of countering advanced enemy radar systems. 
The project involved tube development, employment concept studies, solid 
state technology applications and systems requirements. 

PROJECT 4036 - An Air Force effort to develop a broad base in electronic 
warfare technology, and develop devices that will offset penetration 
problems posed by advanced threats in the 1970-1980 time period. 

PROJECT 404L - The TRACALS Program. (ES) 

PROJECT 4040 - An Air Force effort to provide aerospace vehicles with an 
electronic defense that would enable them to penetrate the 
electromagnetically-controlled enemy defenses. Primary objective was to 
develop an automatic defense that would analyze the threat environment and 
select a jamming response signal. 

PROJECT 4053 - Designation applied to the Air Force Black Spot program 
(see), aimed at converting C-123 aircraft into self-contained night attack 
aircraft. 

PROJECT 4056 - An Air Force effort aimed at providing the technological 
advances needed to effectively apply infrared reconnaissance and 
surveillance systems. The areas of infrared reconnaissance technology 
worked on include downward and forward looking reconnaissance, detectors, 
and optical materials for both reconnaissance and surveillance 
applications. 

PROJECT 4062 - An Air Force project involving air-to-air and air-to-ground 
propagation studies, development of instrument and measurement techniques 
for propagation and investigation of extremely high altitude propagation 
techniques. 

PROJECT 4075 - An Air Force project aimed at developing aerospace 
reconnaissance and surveillance sensors capable of detecting, locating and 
continuously tracking enemy spaceborne weapons. 

PROJECT 4076 - An Air Force project aimed at developing techniques of 
using infrared radiation to detect, identify and track military targets 
during all phases of their flight. 

PROJECT 4083 - An Air Force program aimed at improving and developing 
deception countermeasures techniques that will be effective against 
general classes of radars and specific threats. Objective was to develop 
technology that would prevent a potential enemy from utilizing 
electromagnetically-controlled defenses against Air Force aerospace 
vehicles. 

PROJECT 4108 - An Air Force project aimed at developing radar 
reconnaissance techniques and technology that would provide the service 
with the capability to obtain reconnaissance information under all weather 
conditions, day or night. 



PROJECT 4144 - An Air Force project aimed at developing precise air-to-
ground weapons delivery systems to increase the effectiveness of Air Force 
tactical missions. 

PROJECT 415 - An Air Force space project worked on by Westinghouse and 
Fairchild Hiller. 

PROJECT 4156 - An Air Force project that bridges basic research and 
exploratory development projects in the field of microelectronics. One 
objective was to couple advanced technology work in the materials field 
with the results of basic research in solid state and plasma phenomena. 

PROJECT 4159 - An Air Force project aimed at developing solid state 
devices and integrated circuits to fill the requirements of future 
spaceborne and airborne electronic systems, and to develop material and 
process technologies that will support advanced device and integrated 
circuits developments. 

PROJECT 4161 - An Air Force exploratory development program aimed at 
determining the suitability of new materials for use in improved 
electromagnetic windows, such as radomes. 

PROJECT 4163 - An Air Force project aimed at developing electromagnetic 
sensors that will detect and track aerospace and ground target vehicles. 

PROJECT 4164 - An Air Force project aimed at augmenting and sustaining the 
technology base required for tri-service military communications 
satellites. Efforts carried out under the program involved development of 
an airborne SHF (Super High Frequency) distributed phased array antenna, a 
satellite unfurlable antenna array, a satellite self-managing channelized 
repeater and a UHF/SHF antenna suitable for use on large high-performance 
aircraft. 

PROJECT 4167 - An Air Force project that involves exploratory development 
efforts in the field of avionic systems, in an attempt to develop new 
concepts and integrated functions. 

PROJECT 4200 - An Air Force project aimed at advancing celestial 
navigation and guidance technology for aerospace weapon systems essential 
to the offensive, reconnaissance and support force capabilities of the Air 
Force. 

PROJECT 4335 - An Air Force project aimed at advancing the state of the 
art for communication links used on space vehicles, aircraft and on 
satellites other than communications satellites. 

PROJECT 4357 - An Air Force program aimed at reducing the susceptibility 
of avionics subsystems to environmental electromagnetic interference. The 
program involved development of instrumentation to measure and evaluate 
interfering phenomena and their effects on avionics subsystems. 

PROJECT 4367 - An Air Force project aimed at developing identification 
friend-or-foe techniques to provide an all-weather, day and night 
capability to identify airborne radar targets at a range great enough to 
permit the release of air-to-air missiles. 

PROJECT 4421 - An Air Force project aimed at developing computers and . 
computer technology to satisfy the computational, environmental and 
reliability requirements of future navigation and guidance systems. 

PROJECT 4431 - An Air Force project aimed at developing new, inertial 



sensing techniques for use in advanced inertial navigation and guidance 
systems. 

PROJECT 4460 - An Air Force project aimed at developing new and improved 
solid state microwave devices and circuits to generate, transmit, receive 
and control microwave energy. 

PROJECT 4600 - An Air Force Electronic Systems Division project aimed at 
developing advanced electromagnetic radiation techniques. The project 
involved theoretical studies on backfire antenna types, circular arrays, 
ferrite and loop antenna for VHF (Very High Frequency), and self-adaptive 
feed techniques for paraboloidal mirrors. 

PROJECT 4603 - Designation applied to an Air Force study on long wave 
propagation and ionospheric interactions. The program involved rocket 
probes launched to study the ionospheric, absorption and exospheric noise 
in the VLF/LF (Very Low Frequency) and MF (Medium Frequency) bands. 

PROJECT 4608 - Designation applied to a study undertaken by the Air Force 
Cambridge Research Labs, which is aimed at determining the radiation 
damage to solid state electronics. Objectives were to develop techniques 
of predicting the effects of a radiation environment on performance of 
solid state electronic devices, develop ways of maximizing the resistance 
of existing devices to this damage, and design new classes of hardened 
devices and integrated circuits. 

PROJECT 4610 - Designation applied to an Air Force Electronic Systems 
Division study on information processing, which involves applied speech 
research, the study of coding techniques, processing of visual 
information, and investigation of visual shape perception techniques. 

PROJECT 4641 - An Air Force Electronic Systems Division project involving 
advanced data processing technology. 

PROJECT 4642 - Designation of an Air Force project aimed at gathering data 
on re-entry communications problems. 

PROJECT 4643 - Designation applied to an Air Force Electronic Systems 
division project aimed at developing new interferometer measurement 
techniques for missile tracing radar systems. 

PROJECT 4645 - Designation applied to an Air Force study of light-matter 
interaction. Information gathered by the study will be used to support 
development of more predictable, reliable, damage-free and tunable lasers 
in the visible and near infrared spectrums. Two major objectives are to 
decrease the cost of lasers and increase their useful wavelength range. 

PROJECT 4648 - An Air Force Electronic Systems Division project aimed at 
developing new methods of processing complex information. The work 
involved a comparison of new, multi-channel data consolidation 
interpretation procedures with classical techniques such as multi-variate 
analysis, and demonstrating the utility of new techniques to sensor data 
processing. 

PROJECT 4691 - Designation of an Air Force Electronic Systems Division 
study of upper air structure and composition. 

PROJECT 4925 - Designation of an Air Force project aimed at developing 
advanced penetration aids for aerospace vehicles. The effort involved 
demonstrating new concepts of degrading the performance of existing and 
postulated electromagnetic threats to offensive weapons systems. 



PROJECT 4928 - Designation applied to an Air Force project aimed at 
developing passive spaceborne electromagnetic warfare systems. 

PROJECT 4939 - Designation applied to an Air Force project aimed at 
developing passive infrared countermeasures systems that will defend air-
breathing and spaceborne vehicles against attack from surface, air or 
space-launched missiles. 

PROJECT 5042 - Designation applied to an Air Force program aimed at 
developing high-resolution radar sensors for navigation, guidance, weapons 
delivery and reconnaissance systems used to manned space vehicles. 

PROJECT 5102 - Designation applied to an Air Force program aimed at 
developing advanced inertial components that can be applied to advanced 
inertial guidance systems. The program encompassed efforts to develop 
sensors and precise instruments that could be applied to limited and 
tactical warfare, and ring lasers for precise inertial sensors. 

PROJECT 5177 - Designation applied to an Air Force effort to develop test 
methods and test equipment for future guidance systems and guidance system 
components. 

PROJECT 5199 - Designation applied to an Air Force effort aimed at 
developing low altitude radar penetration techniques that will permit 
aircraft and missiles to infiltrate enemy defenses and complete missions. 
under all weather conditions with the highest probability of survival and 
success. 

PROJECT 5201 - Designation applied to an Air Force effort to advance the 
state of the art of navigation and guidance subsystems. Advances are 
sought in such areas as size, weight, power consumption, performance, 
reliability, reaction time and cost. 

PROJECT 5222 - Designation applied to an Air Force effort to develop an 
advance airborne meteorological system. 

PROJECT 5227 - Designation of an Air Force effort to develop a self-
defense system for aerospace vehicles and advanced fire control systems 
for tactical aircraft. The planned aerospace vehicle self-defense system 
would be able to disable the sensor guidance systems of attacking threats. 

PROJECT 5237 - Designation applied to an Air Force project aimed at 
developing laser technology that can be applied to electromagnetic warfare 
systems, avionics and communications systems, navigation and guidance 
systems, weapon delivery and fire control systems and reconnaissance and 
surveillance systems. 

PROJECT 5244 - Designation applied to an Air Force effort to develop laser 
techniques for such aerospace applications as satellite to ground and 
satellite relay communications links, laser imaging and target 
designation. 

PROJECT 5546 - Designation applied to an Air Force effort to develop 
materials and techniques that will reduce the radar echo and infrared 
radiation emitted from aircraft, missiles and spacecraft. 

PROJECT 5579 - Designation applied to an Air Force study on 
electromagnetic propagation techniques. 

PROJECT 5620 - Designation applied to an Air Force project that involves 
the study of the effects of radiation on semiconductors, insulators and 



other electromagnetic material. 

PROJECT 5621 - Designation applied to an Air Force study on the physics of 
solid state phenomena. 

PROJECT 5628 - Designation applied to an Air Force Electronic Systems 
division study on advanced communications processes. Objectives were to 
determine ways of transmitting speech and visual patterns over electrical 
channels at the least cost and with the smallest loss of information 
content and quality. 

PROJECT 5629 - Designation applied to an Air Force study on radio 
astronomy and astrophysics. The program encompassed a series of solar 
observations aimed at increasing the accuracy of measurement techniques 
and automating the processing and transmission of data on solar flares and 
flux. 

PROJECT 5631 - Designation applied to an Air Force Electronic Systems 
Division effort to determine the ionization effects in the lower 
ionosphere. 

PROJECT 5789 - An Air Force project believed to be aimed at developing a 
highly maneuverable air-to-air missile. 

PROJECT 5971 - The Target Acquisition Aid For Electro-Optical Weapons 
project. 

PROJECT 6114 - An Air Force research project aimed at developing a 
complete mathematical model which can be computer implemented to 
synthesize the display presentation of high-resolution ground-mapping 
radar systems. 

PROJECT 6220 - Designation applied to an Air Force project aimed at 
developing advanced reconnaissance and surveillance systems and technology 
for day and night application. Among the areas covered are optical sensors 
and sensor systems, camera systems, camera controls, image amplifiers, and 
analysis and evaluation techniques. 

PROJECT 6239 - Designation applied to an Air Force project aimed at 
developing the ability to quickly predict, simulate, test, analyze and 
report the characteristics of new reconnaissance equipment concepts and 
applications. 

PROJECT 624 - Designation applied to the Air Force program under which the 
first Titan 3A (see) space booster was developed. 

PROJECT 6263 - Designation applied to an Air Force program aimed at 
developing advanced electro-optical sensing technology, data processing 
technology and image display technology that can be applied to 
reconnaissance, surveillance and weapons delivery missions. 

PROJECT 6272 - Designation applied to an Air Force effort to develop 
advanced reconnaissance data recording materials, and techniques of 
processing and reproducing reconnaissance data. 

PROJECT 6278 - Designation of an Air Force project aimed at developing new 
antenna design techniques that are applicable to advanced aero-spaceborne 
avionics equipment. 

PROJECT 638 - Another designation for PROJECT 823, the Air Force Nuclear 
Detection Satellite (see NDS) developed to detect nuclear explosions in 



space. 

PROJECT 638 - Designation applied to the Navy's Versatile Avionics Shop 
Test (see VAST). 

PROJECT 686F - Designation applied to an Air Force project aimed at 
developing an advanced aircraft flight simulation complex. 

PROJECT 687J - Designation applied to an Air Force Avionics Laboratory 
project aimed at developing a UHF moderate gain airborne antenna to 
replace the omni-directional radiator on high speed aircraft. 

PROJECT 691C - An Air Force decoy on which Hallicrafters worked. 

PROJECT 7062 - Designation applied- to an Air Force project aimed at 
developing aerospace computer subsystems such as memory devices, logic 
devices and output devices, for application on future Air Force navigation 
and guidance systems. 

PROJECT 7511 - A new lightweight air-launched torpedo developed by Marconi 
Space & Defense Systems. 

PROJECT 7820 - An Air Force Electronic Systems Division program aimed at 
increasing communications security by reducing the threat of compromising 
emanations, interception, cryptographic failure of electronic 
countermeasures. 

PROJECT 7844 - Designation applied to an Air Force project aimed at 
developing techniques of real time internal damage assessment. 

PROJECT 7848 - Designation applied to an Air Force project aimed at 
developing advanced scoring techniques for missiles fired at aerospace 
targets. The program involved study of electromagnetic wave phenomena and 
measurement techniques, with emphasis on development of instruments that 
will yield data on distance, direction and the motion characteristics of 
missiles as they approach target. 

PROJECT 7849 - Designation applied to an Air Force project aimed at 
developing ways of simulating the parameters of a threat aircraft with 
aerial targets and drones. The simulation techniques developed would 
enable the service to give an in-flight evaluation to air-to-air missile 
guidance and fuzing systems. 

PROJECT 823 - The Air Force designation applied to the Vela satellite 
(see) developed to detect nuclear explosions. 

PROJECT 823 - Designation applied to the Air Force Nuclear Detection 
Satellite (see NDS) developed to detect nuclear explosions in space. 
Former designation was PROJECT 638. 

PROJECT 949 - Designation previously applied to the Air Force Integrated 
Satellite (see) effort. (see Program 647). (MS) 

PROJECT 980 - A new Air Force satellite capable of monitoring foreign 
electromagnetic signals, sponsored by the Air Force Special Projects 
Office. 

PROUD PHANTOM - A joint US-Egyptian Air Force exercise, involving F-4 
Phantom aircraft of both countries. 

PRUNING SAW - Joint Chiefs of Staff (JCS) directed and coordinated 



exercise. 

QUICK FIND - A Naval object recovery system using California sea lions. 

QUICK FIX - A computer programmed method of enforcing utilization of 
applicable theater excess assets before requisitioning from CONUS supply 
sources. 

QUICK FIX - A heliborne electronics countermeasures jamming system slated 
to go on the EH-60A helicopter, and designed to disrupt HF/UHF command and 
control communications of Soviet infantry and mechanized forces. 

QUICK LOOK - A data assessment system for the AN/TPQ-37 Counter-Arm Test 
Program. 

QUICK LOOK 1 - A border surveillance system of radar-directed anti-
aircraft artillery by ELINT for use on the OV-1C. 

QUICK LOOK II - An improved accuracy Quick Look 1 (see) for use on the EV-
1. The Army system will be an airborne radar emitter location and 
identification system. United Technology Labs is the contractor. 

QUICK PASS - The Air Force 497L Automatic Digital Switch System providing 
store-and-forward automatic digital switches for integration into 
automatic digital switching centers of the Defense Communications Systems 
for secure global communications. 

QUICK PATCH - Communications system involving Vandenberg AFB, CA. 

QUICK START - A classified program that was part of the B-52 modification 
program. 

QUICK STRIKE - Reconnaissance system utilizing RF-4C aircraft. The Air 
Force's Aeronautical Systems Division is requesting proposals for a 
tactical Reconnaissance Data Link (TRDL) that would be used initially with 
Quick Strike but would be slated to become the standard data link for 
future Air Force applications. 

QUICK TURN - A Navy program to produce dogfight missiles. 

QUIET FORCE - A Navy program to reduce radiation of signals from ships to 
make them more difficult to position. 

RANCH HAND - Air Force defoliation program in Vietnam. 

RAPID ROGER - An Air Force field test exercise to increase the number of 
F-4C aircraft sorties in Vietnam. 

READY EAGLE - An Air Force operation in which a combat flying unit 
overseas converted to a new aircraft without standing down operationally. 
Three squadrons of F-15s plus aircrews and maintenance personnel were 
delivered to Bitburg Air Base, Germany. 

RED BARON - Air Force study of air-to-air combat, using an XQM-103 RPV. 

RED CLOUD - A classified Army Electronics Command electronic warfare 
receiving system. 

RED E - A classified program of the Naval Sea Systems Command. AACI Inc. 
is performing technical and management service assistance. 

RED FLAG - A training program at Nellis AFB, NV, which exposes tactical 



crews to the most realistic combat simulation that peacetime conditions 
will allow. 

RED MAX ALPHA - A three-day Air Force exercise designed to evaluate F-16 
aircrews, aircraft, support personnel, and flying and maintenance 
operations in a wartime environment. 

RED MILL - Name given project under which Raytheon developed the forward-
scatter and surveillance system for the USAF 440L Over-The-Horizon Radar 
(see OTHR). 

RED SPARROW - The Naval Air Engineering Center/Philadelphia awarded a 
contract to Vitro Corp. of America/ Silver Spring, MD, in 1971 for 
technical and analytical support for the RED SPARROW depot maintenance and 
test program. Under it the Navy selects a group of Sparrow missiles (see 
SPARROW 3) and follows the group from manufacturer through the various 
stages of production, inventory and usage, checking on test procedures 
used to uncover deficiencies in the weapon. 

RED TRAIN - An Army project under the Army Communications-Electronics 
Command. 

RETRACT SILVER - Classified Navy program. 

RHYTHM – A permanent first word nickname assigned to HQ USAF. 

RHYTHM DANCER – A coordination action plan, cancelled. 

RICH - A permanent first word nickname assigned to the Air Defense 
Command. (ADC) 

RIDING - A permanent first word nickname assigned to the USAF Security 
Service. 

RING TAIL - An Air Force fragmentation bomblet designated BLU-49/B. 

RITZY - A permanent first word nickname assigned to the Secretary of the 
Air Force (SAFOS). 

RITZY PIX - A USAF film clip program. 

RIVET - A permanent first word nickname assigned to HQ USAF. The term 
provides for rapid response on a variety of minor aircraft modifications 
peculiar to the Air Forces special air mission aircraft. 

RIVET ACE - The AN/ALQ-117 airborne ECM set used by the Air Force on B-52 
aircraft. Developed by ITT Avionics under QRC-510. 

RIVET ALIKE - Standardized wiring of F/RF aircraft. 

RIVET BAT - A classified modification of F-105F aircraft by the Air Force 
for use in Southeast Asia. The Dalmo Victor AN/ALR-46(V) radar homing and 
warning system (RHAW) was used in the project. 

RIVET BLAST - Emergency Southeast Asia communications and electronics 
meteorological requirements for the 7th Air Force, cancelled. 

RIVET BRASS - Special purpose C-135 aircraft for the Strategic Air 
Command. 

RIVET BRIGHT - An Air Force corrosion prevention and control program, 
cancelled. 



RIVET BUSH II - Modification of a DC-130E aircraft. 

RIVET CARD - Special purpose C-135B Strategic Air Command aircraft. 

RIVET CHARGE - A program to improve the operational availability of the 
Univac 1050-11 base supply computer. 

RIVET CLAMP - Special purpose C-130E aircraft. 

RIVET CLOUD - A logistics program supporting emergency Southeast Asia 
communication electronics meteorological data, cancelled. 

RIVET COLD - A jet engine management study task group, cancelled. 

RIVET CROWN - Recovery of Military Assistance Program/ U.K. GCA equipment, 
cancelled. 

RIVET DANDY - Special purpose C-135A Strategic Air Command aircraft. 

RIVET DIGGER - A nuclear weapon diagnostic program.

RIVET DOCTOR - A special mission of the Tactical Air Command involving C-
130E aircraft.

RIVET EAGLE - A special modification to RF-4C Pacific Air Force aircraft. 

RIVET FLARE - A C-97 training aircraft for the Pacific Air Command. 

RIVET GIANT - A special mission C-97 Pacific Air Force aircraft. 

RIVET GRIP - A maintenance management concepts and procedures review, 
cancelled. 

RIVET GUIDE - A total maintenance concept study. 

RIVET GUN - Air Force program for the repair and return of battle-damaged 
aircraft to the active inventory. 

RIVET GYM - A modification to the C-121 aircraft. 

RIVET GYRO - A team of Air Force technicians working to find solutions to 
the problems of high cost and low reliability of aircraft inertial 
navigation systems. Specifically involved a modification to the F-4D/E

NOMAD (Navy Oceanographic Meteorological Automatic Device), a deep-ocean-
moored buoy reporting environmental data.

Presently, experimental buoys are located off 
the California Coast, and in the Gulf of Mexico.

SEED SESAME - An ECM (Electronic Countermeasures) family of noise jammer 
pods for Air Force F-4 Phantom aircraft. 

SEED SOURCE - A secure automatic voice switching system used by the JCS 
(Joint Chiefs of Staff) (see AUTOSEVOCOM). 

SEED SPREADER - A special automatic message switching system which is part 



of the 497L Automatic Digital Switch System. 

SEED TANGO - Procurement of the AN/ALQ-71 electronic countermeasures pod 
by the USAF. The noise jammer is mounted in a pod hung from the wings of 
F-100, F-105, F-4, F-101 and A-7D aircraft to counter enemy tracking and 
missile guidance radars. 

SEED TREE - The Air Force 493L Southeast Asia undersea coastal cable 
communications system with five shore terminals in Viet Nam and one in 
Thailand, and tied in with U.S. Defense Communications System. 

SEED WEASEL - An improvement program associated with the AGM-45 Shrike 
missile. 

SEEDED JAMMER - An Army project under the Harry Diamond Laboratories. 

SEEK - A permanent first word nickname assigned to HQ USAF. 

SEEK ABLE - The Air Force designation for the Airborne Battlefield Command 
and Control Center (see ABCCC). 

SEEK ALICE - The TRANSPORTABLE AIRLIFT CONTROL ELEMENT (TALCE). 

SEEK ANGEL - An evaluation of actions necessary to improve the combat 
aircrew recovery capability of the Air Force, cancelled. 

SEEK BANDIT - Classified Air Force program. 

SEEK BANG - A nuclear Walleye missile for the F-4D. 

SEEK BAT - An Air Force high-altitude air-to-air missile built by General 
Dynamics. Designed to pursue the Soviet MIG-25 Foxbat. 

SEEK BEER - Systems improvements to the APX-85 on EC-121T aircraft. 

SEEK BIRDIE - A 1st Air Force aircraft munitions and stores compatibility 
certification program. 

SEEK BOGEY - A 1st Air Force aircraft munitions and stores compatibility 
certification program. 

SEEK BURST - A test and evaluation program for a Digital Message Entry 
System (DMESO). 

SEEK BUS - Now called JTIDS (see); it was a program to develop and 
demonstrate a time ordered, secure, jam resistant digital ground-air-
ground and air-air communications system. It was program 634B of the Air 
Force Systems Command/Electronic Systems Division. (ES) 

SEEK CAP - A term for the International fighter aircraft. 

SEEK CARGO - An Air Force ground communications system to improve 
management of combat airlift in SEA (Southeast Asia). It was intended to 
facilitate the command and control of airlift forces during resupply and 
evacuation operations at airfields in austere combat areas. The solid 
state, miniaturized system is compact and simple to operate. 

SEEK CHARLIE - A ground-air detection system. 

SEEK CLIFF - A classified Air Force project. 

SEEK CLOUD - A modification of 12 C-130B aircraft for storm 



reconnaissance, cancelled. 

SEEK COMM - An antijam system being developed for the Air Force at the MIT 
Lincoln Laboratory. 

SEEK DATA - A comprehensive command and control system for tactical air 
operations in Southeast Asia. Under contract to the Air Force, Control 
Data will improve and enhance the capability of operating units and 
commanders by evolving and putting into operation a complete system of 
computers, including software. 

SEEK DAWN - The 416P Southeast Asia high-frequency communications system 
for air intercept control and linked with other Air Force communications 
systems in Southeast Asia. 

SEEK DIGIT - A program to define advanced tactical command and control 
capabilities. Its emphasis is on modernization of the Advanced Command & 
Control Function, improving the response time of the Tactical Air Control 
Systems (TACS). 

SEEK DUST - A low altitude parachute extraction system (LAPES) for use in 
Southeast Asia, cancelled. 

SEEK EAGLE - An Air Force Armament Development Lab program covering the 
entire field of aircraft delivery of munitions and effectiveness of 
munitions, including new and improved delivery methods and better 
munitions. F-16 aircraft will be used in this test program at Eglin AFB, 
FL. 

SEEK FACE - An interface between KG-35 aircraft and a digital 
communications system. 

SEEK FLEX - A program to develop secure automated tactical air control 
centers for use by the Tactical Air Command. Believed to be linked to the 
407L Tactical Air Control System (see TACS). 

SEEK FOUR - A B-52 re-engine study. 

SEEK FREELY - An Air Force program. Raytheon is currently under contract 
to Aeronautical Systems Division for classified development work. 

SEEK FROST - A program to replace the existing Distant Early Warning (DEW) 
Line with a system of totally unattended short-range radars and support 
equipment, providing enhanced coverage and higher probability of detection 
of bomber attack in the northern approach regions to the North American 
continent. (ES, RS) 

SEEK GAS - An in-flight refueling device for the use of HH-3 helicopters 
from HC-130 tankers, cancelled. 

SEEK GLIDE - Celesco Industries is conducting flight tests of a modular 
guided glide bomb (MGGB) for the Air Force under this code name. 

SEEK GUN - A program related to a gun pod. 

SEEK HANDLE - An R&D program for materials, cancelled. 

SEEK HIGH - A tactical airborne fusion system. 

SEEK IGLOO - A radar system, relatively maintenance free, to perform 
surveillance and height finding capability for the Air Force Systems 
Command.

SEEK MATCH - The addition and interface of AN/GPA-125 to AN/TPS-43. 

SEEK MATE - Radios for EC-121T aircraft for Southeast Asia. 

SEEK MAX - F-4E leading edge slats. 

SEEK NEED - Development of a manpacked, ground-based radar bombing system. 

SEEK NIGHT - A multiple integrated systems test program. 

SEEK ORANGE - Classified Air Force program. 

SEEK PAR - A 1st Air Force aircraft munitions and stores compatibility 
certification program. 

SEEK PLACE - An Air Force program to install LORAN-C/D avionics equipment 
in aircraft.

SHORT SPIKE - A shortened version of the Pave Spike laser designator pod, 
proposed by Westinghouse for mounting under the fuselage of the F-16 
aircraft. (ML & EO) 

SHORT TRIP - Testing of conventional air dropped munitions. 

SILENT JOE 2 - Part of a Defense Advanced Research Projects Agency effort 
to locate and destroy hard targets by clandestine means, including 
unmanned airships. 

SILENT SENTRY - The AN/PPS-3 and -4 portable surveillance radar developed 
by Sperry and produced by the company, as well as by Aeronca, for the 
Army. Weighing approximately 140 pounds, it provides target information to 
the operator via a doppler tone and is limited to one target at a time. 
Steering of the signal is performed manually.

SOUTHERN CROSS - The Navy's early program for shipboard-to-satellite 
communications which has grown into the present ADSCOM program. (ES) 

SPECKLED TROUT - A Bendix evaluation and fabrication of experimental 
approach and landing flight control equipment for low visibility 
associated with large multi-engine military jet aircraft; Air Force test 
program involving KC-135. 

SPECTRE LASER - Air Force project for which Kirtland Contracting Center is 
the contracting agent. 

SQUARE DEAL - A joint US/UK Northern Atlantic ocean acoustic measurement 
exercise used as a basis for assessment of surveillance system options. 

SQUEEZE PLAY – An ASW (Anti-Submarine Warfare) exercise 

STABLE DOOR - Code name for harbor defense function in Vietnam. 

STANDARD RENDEZVOUS – A classified Air Force program associated with 
TRACALS (Traffic Control Approach and Landing System). 

STEEL TIGER - Reconnaissance flights over Laos. 

STRONG EXPRESS - A NATO joint exercise held in the Northern Atlantic in 
1972. 



STRONG POINT - One of the names associated with a part of the McNamara 
Line in Vietnam. 

STUDY HOBO - A flight test vehicle used for development guidance system 
demonstration. 

SUGAR SHACK - A Navy developed program aimed at a shipboard communications 
jamming system capable of attenuating the communications of unfriendly 
ships observing naval fleet operations, such as launchings of aircraft 
from carriers. TRW Systems conducted initial studies. 

SUGAR TREE - Army Security Agency electronic data-
collection/communications intelligence system with work performed by 
Sylvania. 

SUITCASE RANGER - The first prototype ruby rangefinder which was capable 
of three miles range and +30 meters resolution. 

TALK QUICK - An interim secure voice system created to satisfy urgent 
requirements imposed by conditions to Southeast Asia. Function was 
absorbed by AUTOSEVOCOM (see). 

TALL TREE - Part of the Air Force Quick Reaction Capability (QRC) (see) 
program. 

TALON GOLD - A project to develop a low-energy laser to demonstrate 
acquisition and tracking of targets from space and to precisely point a 
narrow laser beam. An essential prerequisite for deploying a high-energy 
laser weapon system. Involves Defense Advanced Research Projects Agency 
and USAF SAMSO, Army Missile R&D Command. (ML & EO) 

TANK BREAKER – A DARPA project to develop a Fire and Forget Seeker for the 
Army’s Hellfire missile. 

TAX BRAWLER - An Air Force project under the Office of Scientific 
Research. 

TEA BAG - The last installation in the 99-site wideband/troposcatter and 
microwave 486L Mediterranean Communications (see MEDCOM) network, linking 
Martlesham Heath in southern England with Fylingsdales Moor (a 474L BMEWS 
(see) site) in northeastern England. In turn, this link ties into Germany 
and European Mediterranean tropo via Spain. 

TEAK OIL - A Naval Electronic Systems Command classified program believed 
to support the TEAL FEATHER program (see). 

TEAL AMBER - A Space and Missile Systems Organization sensor that will be 
used on the telescope at DARPA's Maui Optical Tracking Station in Hawaii 
for better observation of Soviet spacecraft. A program associated with 
TEAL AMBER is the Air Force optics program SCOOP. 

TEAL BLUE - A Defense Advanced Research Projects Agency-sponsored program 
being monitored by AF Rome Air Development Center. It has been identified 
as a Compensated Imaging program for the DARPA facilities at Maui, Hawaii. 
The current TEAL BLUE II program is the development of a compensated 
imaging system for distortion caused by atmospheric turbulence. 

TEAL DAWN - Classified Air Force project that involves technological 
efforts for the advanced cruise missile. 

TEAL FEATHER - A classified communications system being developed by Ford 



Aerospace & Communications for the Naval Electronic Systems Command. 
Involves terminals on P-3 aircraft. 

TEAL GREEN - A study effort undertaken by GTE Sylvania for MICOM/DARPA 
(Army Missile Command/Defense Advanced Research Projects Agency). 

TEAL JADE - An Air Force early warning study. Hughes Aircraft is 
performing a sensor definition study; Rockwell International an advanced 
discrimination study; and Lockheed the special early warning portion. The 
program is designed to detect launches of small missiles from space. 

TEAL ONYX - Air Force project, funded by DARPA, to demonstrate the 
applicability of infrared technology to long-range search support for 
theater surveillance and control. 

TEAL RAIN - Classified project involving DARPA and Air Force Aeronautical 
Systems Division. 

TEAL RUBY - An investigation of infrared detection of aircraft from 
satellite-borne sensors. The program is being conducted by SAMSO and 
involves Lockheed Missiles & Space, Rockwell International and IBM. (ML 
and EO) 

TEAL TOPAZ - An Army Missile Materiel Readiness Command project involving 
Decision Science Application, Inc./Arlington, VA. 

TEAL WING - An exploratory development program funded under the Defense 
Advanced Research Projects Agency (DARPA). System is an advanced command 
and control communications technology program. Army Missile R&D Command 
has now contracted Ford Aerospace & Communications/Palo Alto, and Magnavox 
for a competitive Trans-Pacific test. 

TELL TALE - A record unit used by the Navy. 

TIBETAN MONK - Classified Army program. 

TIGHT JAW - An Army program relating to Vietnam. 

TOP SEA - An experimental investigation of ionospheric modification an its 
application in communications and 0TH system performance. program within 
Defense Advanced Research Projects Agency. 

TRAFFIC JAM – Army project under the Harry Diamond Laboratories. 

TREE CAT – A phased array retro-directive jammer being developed by Maxson 
Electronics. 

TREE HAWK - A wing pod. 

TREE MOTH - A high power expendable jammer for confusing Soviet radars. It 
descends via parachute giving off 1 kw of noise after release from the 
aircraft or drone. 

TREE SQUID - A Navy search and track radar ECCM evaluation program 
involving Texas Instruments/Dallas. 

TROPHY DASH - A special USAF communications exercise. 

TROPIC MOON 3 - Air Force program involving a night attack, acquisition 
and tracking system installed in B-57G aircraft. Texas Instruments, 
Westinghouse and Martin Marietta have been identified with the effort. 



TRUE COURSE - An experimental investigation of ionospheric modification 
and its application in communications and 0TH system performance. A 
program within Defense Advanced Research Projects Agency. 

TUBA GROOM – Navy program involving Hydrotronics/ McLean, VA. 

UPGRADE SILO - A modification improvement program for Minuteman III. 

UPGUN COBRAS - A Bell Huey Cobra with a Sperry helmet-mounted optical 
gunsight. 

UPPER HAND - A joint U.S. Norwegian exercise designed to promote 
proficiency in Anti-Submarine Warfare (ASW), underway logistic support, 
and communications procedures. 

VARSITY SPIRIT – Joint Chiefs of Staff (JCS) directed and coordinated 
exercise. 

VELA HOTEL - A satellite program for detection of nuclear detonations in 
space, now referred to as NDS (Nuclear Detection Satellite). NDS itself 
has been incorporated into the Program 647 Integrated Satellite. 

VELA SIERRA - A Defense Advanced Research Projects Agency (DARPA) program 
for the detection of nuclear detonations within the atmosphere whose role 
was taken over by the Vela Hotel satellite, the latter now referred to as 
NDS (Nuclear Detection Satellite). 

VELA UNIFORM - The ground-based portion of the overall nuclear detection 
and investigation program sometimes referred to as Vela. (see also LASA; 
VELA.) 

VIGILANT OVERVIEW - Air Force exercises, involving the E-3A, to test the 
North American continent's air defense system. 

VIPER FIRE - A Sperry development for the Army consisting of a target 
sight device mounted on a pilot's flight helmet which is electronically 
linked with the airframe to measure sight line angles to position the 
aircraft's armament. Within limits of the turret's tracking capability, 
the system, in effect, allows a pilot to acquire his target and train his 
guns on it by looking at it - without further positioning his aircraft. 

VOLANT RODEO - Annual airlift readiness training exercise conducted by the 
Military Airlift Command. 

WEDDING RING – An Army Missile Command intelligence analysis program 
conducted by Sylvania. 

WEE LOOK - A multiple-band emitter surveillance equipment under 
development by McDonnell Douglas and Sylvania for use aboard Navy EA-3B 
and EA-3C aircraft. 

WEST FORD - Forerunner to LEAP FROG (see), the communications experiment 
involved orbiting of 400 mission hair-thin wires, called dipoles, in a 
continuous band around the earth to serve as an artificial ionosphere and 
used to reflect signals of 800 mc back to earth. 

WET END - A Naval Sea Systems Command sonar equipment program involving 
Texas Research Institute, Austin, TX. 

WET SNOW - A Strategic Air Command bombing method. 

WET WASH - A submarine cable with a 60-channel voice capacity linking 



Johnston Island and Hawaii, and a microwave portion consisting of two 
links between Oahu and the Defense Communications System facilities at 
Kunai one of three subsystems in the Air Force 484N Pacific Area 
Communications System (see PACS). 

WHISPERING DEATH - An air-deliverable quad 50 cal. machine gun capable of 
firing 2400 rounds per minute. 

WHISPERING GALLERY - A new Air Force technique for propagating medium 
length radio waves through the D-layer (lower layer of the atmosphere). 
The technique opens new avenues for military communications and detection 
systems. 

WHITE ALICE - A troposcatter and microwave radio system providing most of 
the telephone and teletype communications in Alaska. Coming under the Air 
Force's 489L Northern Area Communications System (see NACS), it serves 
DOD, government, commercial and general public users. 

WHITE CLOUD - A Navy program for liquid propellant guns. 

WHITE CLOUD - A Naval ocean surveillance satellite program under 
development at the Naval Research Laboratory. 

WHITE HORSE - New name for SIPAPU (see). 

WHITE IGLOO - An early name for the IGLOO WHITE system, the Air Force 
segment of the overall anti-infiltration system managed by the Defense 
Communications Planning Group. IGLOO WHITE supports the Army's Commando 
Hunt operations aimed at reducing the flow of supplies through Laos into 
South Vietnam. System uses ground sensors, aircraft and ground assessment 
facilities. 

WHITE KNIGHT - See PROJECT WHITE KNIGHT. 

WHITE NOISE - A test set developed by Marconi Instruments for the Air 
Force. 

WHITE ORCHID - Part of the Air Force Quick Reaction Capability (QRC) 
program (see). 

WHITE STAR - A 40 mm cartridge used by the Army. 

WILD WEASEL - ECM (Electronic Countermeasures) sets designed to warn a 
pilot that he is being painted by enemy radar and to indicate the 
direction from which the signal is coming, and acquire that signal for 
retaliatory action. Used in Air Force aircraft, the Army has also 
contracted for Wild Weasels aboard its U-8s. A modified version, AN/APR-
38, went onto the USAF F-105s. The system may also go on the F-4E. See 
also Advanced Wild Weasel. (MS) 

WIRED GARRISON - An Army R&D effort aimed at improved communication and 
information systems. 

YANKEE TEAM - A phase of Indochina bombings. 

YELLOW TAG - An electronics project administered by NAVSEA for which 
Sylvania/Mountain View, CA received awards. May be part of REWSON (see).
